(10,000, an average of 12,000 per game. 

"I' l l venture to say that the receipts for the 
six game:: were in the neighborhood of ?5O,00O, 
of which the Chicagos got about $23,000 and 
the Pittsburgs $27,000. Of course these figures 
are not official, but they are pretty close to 
the mark and show in what a flourishing con­
dition baseball Is. Up to the present t ime 
there Is not a club In the National league that 
i s not ahead of the game, while one club has 
already declared a dividend, with the season 
only ha.lt over." •

Philadelphia, July 17.—Sam Berger made his 
debut as a professional fighter l a s t night and 
defeated Jack O'Brien, champion of the world. 
He outpointed, out generated and outfought 
the conquerer of Fltzsimmons at every stage 
of the game. 

I t w as the greatest surprise ever sprung in 
the prize ring in this city. Yesterday It seemed 
to be a question of how long Berger eould^keep 
his feet before being beaten into submission. 

Last night, if there was a way. to measure 
his superiority over O'Brien, the tape would 
have to be strung out over a c i ty block. For 
six rounds, a l l the law' allowed for the fight. 
Berger slammed O'Brien all over the ring. He 
cut him into ribbons in bis home city before all 
his friends and on the very same platform 
where Philadelphia Jack made his reputation 
and fought .to fame. 

It w a s a sorry s ight for O'Brien when the 
last bell sounded. A .thousand of his support­
ers jumped to the ringslfle t o , shake Berger'a 
hand and proclaimed him their future Idol. 
They were in an impulsive frenzy in their ex­
citement. They had gone to wai t for the 
22-year-old Frisco boy to fal l a t the first real 
step of his ambition. 

If he had held his own he would have been 
heralded as the coming "peer of all fighters. 
But he could not wai t . Q'Brien had the cham­
pionship; Sammy wanted it . There was no 
uphill fighting for him. He wanted the whole 
thing or nothing and only the lack of decision 
prevented him from gett ing it . He sailed after 
i t from the word go and made O'Brien look 
like a piece of cheese cake. He has been spoken 
of as a human cucumber and a ripe one at 
that. But he proved to be a Croesus of ring 
generalship, a child giant wi th every g i f t to 
make him a fighter. 

Berger landed the first blow of the fight 
and the la s t one. Both men were on their feet 
at the end and both were tired, but there w as 
no doubt left as to which bad the better of 
the fight. 

O'Brien sett led into his corner wi th his head 
hanging to one side and a forced grin on his 
face. ,". 

"He's a good one ," 'said Jack. " H e took m e 
wholly unawares as I baye underestimated his 
abi l i ty . I know him now,, tbo, and wi l l prove 
that I can beat h i m . " .-.; 

Someone just then rushed across the ring 
shouting "Berger ." 

"Do they think he won?" said O'Brien, jump­
ing up and brushing one of his rubbers aside. 
"Why, I'd have had him easy in a finish 
fight." 

Berger w a s all smiles and shaking bands -al­
most as fas t a s he had landed them. 

"Wel l , I know you've all been joking about 
me in the past and haven't taken me seriously. 
I won't say I expected this result. I'll let 
you guess now whether you think I c a m e - a l l 
the w a y from the coast to be pummeled to 
pieces. No, I had no intention of standing for 
It. O'Brien can box, and no one knows it bet­
ter than I do right now, but I beat him at 
his own g a m e . "
