T H E N E W CUNARDER " L U S I T A N I A , " W I L L B E ONE A N D ONE-HALF KNOTS A N 
FASTEST OF TjHE GERMAN F L E E T . 

Special Correspondence of The Journal. 

LONDON, July U.—With the new 
Cunard liner.'Lusitania, launched 
a little while ago on the Clyde, 

and her sister ship, the Mauritania, to 
be launched on the Tyne. early in the 
autumn, England,will once more wrest 
from Germany the blue ribbon- of the 
Atlantic, and possess the two biggest 
and fastest ships afloat. 

For some time the Kaiser Wilhelra 
II, with a speed* of 23% knots an hour, 
has held the ocean record. . The Lusi-
tania and the Mauritania will have ,a 
speed of twenty-five- knots. To make 
the new Cunarders 1% knots faster 
than the Kaiser Wilhelm I-I, their engine 
power has to be over 60 per cent great-, 
er. The indicated horsepower of the 
German flyer is 38^000; that of the 
Lusitania will be between 68,000 and 
70,000. Her boilers will eat up coal at 
the fate of 1,000 tons every twenty-
four hours. She- will have four screws 
propelled by turbine engines, which will 

ensure an entire freedom from vibra­
tion. She is 790 feet in length over all, 
88 feet broad and 60 feet 6 inches 
moulded depth—which means that she 
is 84 feet longer, 16 feet greater in 
beam and'8 feet deeper, with a displace­
ment of 40,000 tons—as against the 
German record breaker's 36,600 tons. 

When the captain of the Lusitania 
paces his, bridge, -he will be about 110 
feet above the line of the' keel of- his 
vessel. From the.gaping mouths of her 
four monster tunnels, down which two 
passenger trains might be run abreast, 
smoke will issue at a height of 154 feet 
above the bottom plates. She will be 
lit by 4,500 electric lights. She will 
carry 550 first-class, 500 second-class 
and .1,300 steerage passengers, with a 
crew all told of some 800, hands. -And 
because of the big engines' and enor­
mous amount of coal she ;will have to 
carry; there will be precious little room 
left ' for cargo. 

Each of the floating palaces will cost, 

when completed, $6,500,000. The Brit;, 
ish government puts its hands in the 
British taxpayers' pockets to help the 
Canard' company out, lending it over 
$12,500,000 to defray the cost of con* 
struction at 2% per cent interest, and 
guaranteeing a subsidy of $750,000 a 
year for a score of years. In return, 
the entire Cunard fleet is at the disposal 
of the admiralty in case of need.
