BASS MINNOWS TO BE PROTECTED 

State Prosecutes Cases Against Two 
Men Who Seined for Bait. 

MANKATO, MINN.—A new feature of t h e 
game and flsh l aw came to l ight today w h e n 
John Lurth and John Deglman were arrested 
a t Madison Lake by Warden Sels of. Red W i n g 
on the charge of having seined flsh i l legal ly . 
The flsh were black bass minnows, which they 
had scooped up with a net, with other minnows, 
for bait. They pleaded gui l ty and paid fines 
of $10 and costs each. 

Local officials searched the l a w without find­
ing any provision under which the men could 
be held. Mr. Sels then called up Executive 
Agent Fnllerton at St. Paul and asked for in­
structions. He was told to make the technical 
charge of seining flsh. 

It appears that when the s ta te s tocks the 
lakes with black bass or pike fry it extends 
Its protecting arm over them al l thru the 
s tages of their growth. When only minnows, 
they have equal protection as when fish. Fisher­
men who scoop up minnows for bait must throw 
out all bass, pike and crappy minnows and 
only retain such as are not protected by l aw .

Luverne, Minn., Aug. 9.—The question of 

whether or not women shall be allowed to vote 
at the coining primary election, which was raised 
by the recently published opinion of Attorney 
General Young, s tat ing that women have no 
right to participate in the primaries, was today 
definitely sett led so far as Rock county is con­
cerned by the announcement made by County 
Auditor Bruce that women wi l l be allowed to 
vote, and that he wi l l prepare the proper ballots 
to permit them to do so. * 

Auditor Bruce's decision w a s reached follow­
ing his receipt of an opinion from County Attor­
ney C. H. Chrlstopherson in response to an in­
quiry as to whether or not he should prepare 
ballots for women for the coming primaries. 
The opinion of the county attorney is opposed 
to that of the attorney general. Hi s v iew of 
the law in the case i s that the intent of the 
l aw that women should participate in the pri­
maries i s very jclear, and as this opinion co­
incides wi th that held by Auditor Bruoe, the 
county auditor announced the decision above 
stated.

Bemidji , Minn., Aug. 9.—Will iam O'Nell of 

Cass Lake, who is Superintendent of logging 
on the Chippewa Indian reservations of northern 
Minnesota under the provisions of the Morris 
Chippewa law, was in Bemidji l a s t night on 
official business. 

Relat ive to the progress that has been made 
in the cutt ing of the pine on the reserves, 
which was sold under the Morris law. Senator 
O'Nell says : 

" T h e r e has been logged on the reservation 
since the Morris law. went into effect, in round 
numbers, 340,000,000 feet of pine. We have 
collected $202,000,000 for the benefit of the 
Indians, entail ing an outlay of $76,000 in doing 
the work, this expense being for superintending 
the work, scaling and other necessary labor. 
This g ives the Indians 60.52 per cent of the 
total amount, 3.48 per cent being for expenses. 

"The first sale of timber on the reserves was 
made in the winter of 1903, and there has 
been practically but two years of logging on 
the timber sold at that time. The pine dis­
posed of a t the 1604 sales has practically been 
logged but one year, a s in the computation by 
the government, the first year, being but a 
month or two, did not count. Under the pro­
vision of the law, the timber must be logged 
within five years. 

"The larger companies which purchased the 
pine were the Northland, Pine Tree, Standard, 
Mississippi, J. Nei ls , Burlington, S t Louis Riv­
er, Namakln and Mueller, there also being a 
large number of minor purchasers of small 
tracts , and the 'territory covered has been di­
vided into the Chippewa and Leech Lake. 

"The operations on the Red Lake reserva­
tion are almost entirely completed, there re­
maining but about 2,000,000 fee t y e t to log. 
There is st i l l about 250,000,000 feet ly ing north 
and northeast of Cass Lake which has not been 
sold. 

"The logging operations have been conducted 
very successfully, and w e have no trouble what­
ever, beyond the ordinary kicks on small ta&U 
ters which the average logger takes unto him­
self as his inalienable right to register against 
things in general. 

"The cut has so far gone over the govern­
ment es t imate at least 25 per cent, but, as the 
timber is sold at bank scale, the Indian loses 
n e t t i n g on this account."

A fair s tatement of their apparent policy 
seems to be that they wi l l preserve their record 
as republican newspapers by refusing to bolt, 
but that they wi l l do Cummins al l the barm pos­
sible consistent wi th that record. 

Practice Marches at End. 
Yesterday w a s closed in Iowa a practice march 

that regular army officers and members of the 
national guard in other s tates have been watch­
ing wi th interest. They have doubted i t s suc­
cess. ,but the report that wi l l be made of the 
tbree marches in this s ta te wi l l disabuse them of 
this doubt. 

The Fifty-third regiment assembled a t Du-
bnque and inarched to Maquoketa, the F i f ty -
fourth at Muscatine and marched to Davenport, 
and the Fi f ty -fifth marched from Red Oak to 
Atlantic, arriving at i t s destination yesterday. 
I t took about five days for each march, after 
which the companies were reviewed and em­
barked for home. 

I t was necessary to g e t together wagons to 
transport provisions, t o provide hospital wagons 
and tents , a large amount of special equipment 
and to lay out routes in detail . I t meant that 
the national guard regiments, on the order of 
the adjutant general, went on a war footing. 

Each w a s required t o conduct itself as i t 
would in marching thru a hostile country and 
a regular army officer w a s in attendance to criti­
cize and see that no regulations were over­
looked. 

Major Olmstead, retired, and assigned to the 
adjutant's office of the Iowa guard, accompanied 
each regiment, and wi l l report t o the war 
department.
