To make 
assurance doubly sure that the commit­
tee was prepared to make good its offer, 
it was decided to have JiOO leading 
responsible business men of Minneapo­
lis sign the agreement as the party of 
the first part. In behalf of the com­
pany its representatives who were at 
the meeting agreed that the company, 
as party of the second part, would af-
fiX its signature agreeing to purchase 
thff land at once. 

The citv council is practically 
pledged already to order the sewer and 
watermains. but in case it should by 
anv means fail in its aereement, the 
citizens would have to stand good for 
$100,000. The Armour neople will be 
bound to spend $250,000 at once for the 
land and vvill build the plant in the 
snrinc 

Inasmuch as the street railway has 
already agreed to cive p-ood and suf­
ficient streetcar connections to the 
stockvards. the three chases of the 
agreement madp bv the citizens last 
Thursday are nraeticallv fulfilled.

Business interests in Minneapolis are 
watching to see what action will be 
taken by the government agent who 
will be in the city soon to look over 
available sites for the proposed new 
postoffice. The Commercial club, thru 
its public affairs committee, has rec­
ommended the old Pence operahouse 
site, and this recommendation has been 
generally indorsed. 

It was asserted today, from a source 
close to Washington authorities, that 
the government inspector may put in 
some time on another proposition for 
a suitable site between the Milwaukee 
and union stations. It is said that in 
case a good site can be found on Wash­
ington avenue, between Nicollet and 
Second avenue S, it may be adopted. 
Postoffice departmant officials have 
been going over the business district 
of the city, as shown on the maps in 
the department, and are declared to 
favor the Washington avenue site if 
the character of the surroundings is 
suitable. If Minneapolis had a union 
station for all roads, or if one were 
assured, the Pence site would probably 
stand. As the government evidently is 
not banking on the erection of a real 
union station in the immediate future, 
it is said to prefer to get between the 
two stations doing the heaviest mail 
business. 

With such a site as could be selected 
in the district between the union "and 
Milwaukee stations, the government 
would insist on trackage accommoda­
tions whereby all mail would be re­
ceived and delivered direct from mail 
cars. Such an arrangement Would 
bring, incoming mail into the office 
from forty-five minutes to an hour ear­
lier and would allow an extra hour 
on outgoing mail. The government 
will insist that the# Bite selected be 
within a quarter-mile radius of the 
railway station doing tne largest busi­
ness, which would necessitate the trans­
fer of mail at the expense of the rail­
road. Outside the limit the govern­
ment must pay the cost of transfer, 
amounting in Minneapolis to a large 
amount annually. If it is found that 
a new union station for all roads is 
assured, the fact will have a large 
influence on the selection ox the site 
by the government agent.
