I t is the outlet 
for the political energies of the. vete­
rans and, since i ts organizat ioa in 
Massachusetts about ten year ago, i t 
has had much %o do with congressional 
arid presidential elections and with the 
distribution of the spoils of office aft-
terwards. 

The Union Ve te rans ' Union is quite 
strong east of the Alleghanies, more 
especially in Massachusetts and in the 
District of Columbia. In the la t ter 
place, from the time of its organization 
d o w n t o t h e p r e s e n t m o m e n t , i t h a s e x ­
e r t e d i n f l u e n c e -with, r e p u b l i c a n p r e s i ­
d e n t s , s e c u r e d a p p o i n t m e n t s f o r w o r t h y 
members and tried in a general way to 
uphold republican principles. 

Prel iminary Business Transacted. 

The national convention of this or­
ganization is now being held in Minne­
apolis a t A. O. U. W. hall, 17 Seventh 
street S. About one hundred delegates 
were in attendance yesterday forenoon 
and afternoon. The principal business 
yesterday was of a preliminary and 
routine character—the appointment of 
a committee on credentials being the 
first order of business after the formal 
call to order.

So numerouf/ did these reiec-
tions become, and so better was the 
feeling t h a t was st irred up on account 
of them, tha t the rejected comrades 
flocked together and formed an organi­
zation very similar to the Union Vete­
r a n s ' Union, and actually took i ts 
name. 

Then the fur began to fly. The courts 
were appealed to by the original body, 
and it is said the mat ter hsu r o t yet 
been settled satisfactorily f d perma­
nently.
