lg it back to 3,000 B» ~ C, "when a 

race lived cave-dwelling 
there. A landmark in its biblical his­
tory is that the city was given by the 
king of Egypt to his daughter when 
she married Solomon. It stood on the 
verge of the territory inhabited by that 
mysterious race, the Philistines, and 
when David routed them he went in 
pursuit as far as Gezer. 

Among the many Old Testament 
stories which have fascinated humanity 
are the idyl of Bebeoca (Genesis xariv.) 
and the exploits of Samson. 

Eebecca, who went to draw water 
from a well, was picked out from other 
piaidens by the servant of Abraham, 
who was in quest of a wife for his 
master's son. She thus became the wife 
of the patriarch Isaac, and the mother 
of Esau and Jacob. The unearthing, pi 
houses at Gezer helps experts to flu in 
the story of the wooing of Eebecca 
by reeonstructing for us the home of 
'tfie maiden and her interesting brother 
!Lapan. 

The death of Samson, narrated in the 
Book of Judges, has been ranked as a 
myth by critics, who could not accept 
the possibility of his supposed achieve­
ment in pulling down the pillars and 
killing so many Philistines. But in ft 
stratum at GezeT, some 300 years older 
than the time of Samson, the excavat­
ors have found a form of building 
whioh answers to a remarkable extent 
the conditions of the story. I t is a 
temple with a portico supported by four 
wooden pillars. 

The discoveries at Gezer also enable 
experts to form a fair conception of the 
Horites, a hitherto unknown race of 
cavedwellers referred to in Genesis 
and Deuteronomy, The Amorites, who 
are mentioned for their " iniquities" 
in Genesis, now stand in clearer light, 
for their many forms of idolatry and 
moral abominations are better under-

ftood by the digging put of the "High 
•lace" of Gezer, whioh 1B the largest 

early Palestinian sanctuary or place of 
worship yet unearthed. 

A PEERESS 92 TEARS OLD ^ 

New York Times. 
The Baroness Burdett-Ooutts* recent 

celebration of her ninety-second birth­
day brings this famous woman again 
before the public. It has been almost 
generally forgotten that as Miss Angela 
Burdett-Ooutts she was "a bridesmaid to 
Queen icVtoria, and it was "Good 
Queen V i c " who, thirty-five years ago, 
created her a baroness. At that time 
there was not a single peeress in her 
own right in the three kingdoms, but 
shortly after that Lady Bergers suc­
ceeded to the barony and there are now 
at the present time ten peeresses of 
England and two—Lady xLinloss and 
Lady Gray1—of Scotland. 

The Baroness Burdett-Ooutts is the 
oldest peeress in her own right; the 
youngest is Lady Clifton, who is a tiny 

f;irl of 6, and who succeeded as seven-
eenth holder of the barony when but a 

few months old. Two years ago on the 
birthday of the oldest peeress, the tiny 
Lady Clifton sent her a cluster of pink 

' roses, the attached card containing the 
words: "From the youngest baroness 

• to the oldest baroness in England.'' 
s "The baroness," as she is generally 

•termed, succeeded soon after heT ma­
jority to the fortune of her grand­
father, Thomas Coutts, the banker. At 
the same time she became the principal 
partner in the banking house of Coutts 
* Co. This fortune she dedicated to 
the service of the poor. She was also 
the daughter and heiress of Sir Francis 
Burdett. M.P.
