WARM ARGUMENT
- AT SHILOH REUNION

Veterans Disag'ree as 'to Whether
Union Army Was Surprised
in Crucial Battle.

T

Tht oft disputed question as to
whether the battle of Shiloh was a
complete surprise or not caused con-
siderable controversy at the camptire
of the Survivors of Shiloh at Plymouth
Congregational churck last evening,

Five-minute specches were .made by
the veterans, giving their reminiscences
on the subject. From the contrary
opinions expressed the argument at
times grew so hot that the chairman
threatened to adjourn the meeting.

Commander H, M. Minor of Denver
spoke of Shiloh as one of the eritical
battles of the eivil war. Had the con-
federates been successful Grant would
have been driven into the Tennessee
and the result of the war might have
been different. e praised the object
of the Shiloh association and looked
ferward to the - time when both - the,
union and .confederate survivors might
meet and fraternize. They wuulgl thus
be able to straighten out many impor-
tant points of the fight which are not
clear,

A declaration that the history of
Shiloh had been written wrong was
made by L. Kinkead of Des Moines,
who was in the EighthTowa _tl_umui the
ficht and was a member of the Iown
commission appointed by the governor
to investigate the story of the battle.
He snidltimt the confederate attack was
8 camplete surprise. )

Capt]:"r,in W. B. MeCord, Sixty-sixth
Tlinois, immediately ch:ﬁlqued tha |
statement and told how his regiment hagd
been: provided with forty rounds of-
ammunition the night before and ordered
to sleep on their arms.

A. P. Lowry of Oklahoma, a member
of the Sixth Towa, and other veterans
from the Second Iowa and Eighty-first |
Ohio, agreed with him. This 'brought.
other old soldiers, holding opposite opin-
iens, to their feet, and for several min-
utes’ the ' chairman’s gavel was pound-
ing in vain for order.

e meeting finally eame around to
the opinion that ‘‘some parts of the
army were surprised and some parts were
not.

The Wirz memorial case was brought
squarely before the reunion b?' Hon.
J. H. Stibbs of Chicago, who is the only
surviving member of the commission
which tried and convieted Wirz. He
detaile some interesting incidents of
the trial, and said: -

f“After listening to the evidence
presented to us, I ean say that I owe
no apology for having voted guilty.
The ,peaple of this country, nine-tenths
of the old soldiers, do nof and cannot
comprehend the horrors of Anderson-
ville. There néver was such a hell on
earth. o .

““Wirz himglf ldoked exactly like
Guiteau, the murderer of Garfield.”’

Captain Jack Crawford, the. poet-
scout, was present and took the. audi-
ence by storm in one ‘of his character-
istic speeches. ‘‘This is the most glo-
rions day the Grand_ Army of the lic—
Public ever experienced,’”’ he said,

‘and this encampment is the most_glo-
rious reception it ever received in Min-
neapolis or any other ecity.’”” He re-
cit&d,his famous poem, ‘‘The Veteran
and His Grandson,’’ which he wrote[
in Corporal Tanner’s home many years
ago.

OLD VERMONT BRIGADE

Rousing Reunion Held in Mayor’s Re-
ception Room Last Night.

A rousing reunion of the old Vermont
Brigade, second division, sixth ecorps,
was held in the mayor’s reception room
at the city hall last night. Prominent
among others was the figure of General
L. A. Grant of Minneapolis, commander
of the brigade all thru the war,. and
later assistant secretary of war under
Harrison. He was temporary chairman
of the meeting, and after telling of tha
many prominent Minneapolitans who
belonged to the brigade, among whom
he mentioned Dr. Edwin Phillips and
ex-Mayor Robert Pratt, both present
he nominated the latter as permanen
chairman. Captain Pratt then gave
several touching reminiscences, and
General Grant followed with a history
of all the line officers of the brigade.
It was decided to effect an organization
and a committee of seven was appointed
to arrange for further meetings, °

The brigade included, the Second,
Third, Fourth, Fifth, Sixth, Eleventh,
and later the Eighth Vermont infantry,
These served with the army of the Poto-
mac and went thru General Grant’s
campaign from the Wilderness to Pet-
ersburg. Many of the brigade later be-
came noted; among these were Lien-
tenant-Colonel 8. E. Pin ee, afterwarids

Vermont and -segretary of war with
Harrison; Colonel William T, Smith
who rose to the rank of general; Colonel
E. Walker, appointed a member of the
interstate commeree commission;
Colonel Veazy, judge of the supreme

The order ig in the great commander’s
own handwriting, signed by him, and
is a sample "of his laconic style. It
is the only known document of its
kind extant and is worth a great deal
of money. Mr. Murphy keeps the docu-
ment as he would the great ruby. Since
coming to the present encampment he
has. been offered $500, for it, but. the
money did: mot-tempt -him. :
Mr. Murphy _came into possession of
the order thru Judge Wilson of Roek
Island county, to whom Colonel Bowe
gave it before his death, A copy o
the order follows:

Chattanooga, Mov, b, 18656,—Lieutenant
Colonel Bowers, A. A. ., Nashville:
Have Rowley' take inquiries if -the -Cum-
berland is now navigable to the Big
South Fork. If so, see quartermaster and
commissaries and make arrangements
for the transportation to that polnt, in
barges, towed by light draft steamers,
convoyed gunboats, 300,000 rations of salt
meat and 1,000,000 of all other rations.
