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WOMEN AT WAR WITH RIVALS

Division of Delegates More Marked as Meeting Draws to
Close—Visitors Bring Home Troubles to National®
Gathering —Exciting Election Held Today.

Feminine feuds and fusses continue
to mar the sessions of the Ladies of
the G. A. R. There has never been
held in Minneapolis a eonvention
marked by more bitter partizanship.

The battle of the ‘‘sets’’ in which
eertain members of the organization
have been divided was at its height
today. Personalities have been con-
spicuous thruout the week, and the
spirit of animosity that has been en-
gendered threatens to form a continu-
ing breach of uncertain seriousness un-
less somebody acts quickly and author-
itatively. '

Ambition for office and 'a desire to
rule are obviously the elements that
created the division.

Three States Divided.

Members of the Illinois, Pennsylva-
nia and Minnesota delegations have
been openely belligerent. The delega-
tion of each of these states has been
disorganized by partizanship and dif-
ferences of opinion .as to certain ean-

idacies.

n Minnesota it has been the divided
sentiment about the candidacy of Mrs.
Lobdell for national president. This
campaign has also caused divisions in
other delegatioms.

The Illinois Row.

Illinois women frankly declare that
there are two distinct ‘‘sets’’ in the
delegation from thaf*state. They say
that strife and bitterness date baeck to
the time when Mrs. Mary T. Hager
was running for the office of national
president. iends of Mrs. Louis Ow-
ens wanted the office for her at that
time. Both Mrs. Hager and Mrs. Ow-
ens are past department presidents of
Illinois. Three years ago .both were
boomed for national presidemt. The
partizans were equally unwilling to
compromise. The campaign was stren-
uous and created much ill-feeling, so
Illinois delegates explained today. Mrs.
Hager was elected. The Owens fol-
lowers, it was declared, could not be
consoled, and have since clung to-
gether. i

The friends of Mrs. Hager, eager to
contribute more to her honor, organ-
ized what was called the Mary T. Ha-
ﬁer Staff association. This association
eld a meeting early this week. One
member who attended, telling a news-
paper reported about the work of the
staff, mentioned that a lot had been
purchased in Elmwood ecemetery, near
Chicago, and a monument erected to
the memory of the soldier dead. The

Youngest Soldier Got on Rolls by Act
of President H!msalf__ .

‘‘Sir, as president of these United

States I am commander-in-chief of their

armies, and as your superior officer I
order you to muster in this voung sol-

dier.”” With these words President
Lincoln passed W. A. O’Meara of Wash-
ingten, D. C., into the federal service

as drummer of one of the District of
Columbia companies on April 10, 1861.
Mr, O’Meara was then barely over 10
years of aie, tho his discharge certifi-
cate gives his age as 12. i
1t was Mr. O’Meara’s good fortune
to direct President Lincoln, who had
lost his way in the streets' of Wash-
imsiton shortly after his inauguration,
and when the mustering officer who
wag enrolling the militia company to
which he belonged refused him heé ap-
pealed to the president, who chanced
to be near by.

Captain Stone Tells of Bloody Repulse
Given Hood.

Oaptain  Hubbard Stone of Fort
BmitH, Ark.,, is one of the veterans of
the Atlanta eampaign to whom the pie-
ture of General Sherman in The Jour-
nal brings stirring recollections. It

was about the time that picture was-

taken that Hood attacked the Army of
the Tennessee at Ezra church, before
Atlanta, and was repulsed with such

terrible slaughter. .
¢Hood hoped by massing his whole
army on our left flank to crush it, and
so beat Sherman in detail,”’ says
tain Stone, who was captain of Com-
any H, i‘ifty-seventh Ohio, and in
Ehe brunt of that bloody fight.
attack was a great blunder, because
our position overlooked a deep swale,
and ﬁia men charged aeross it directly
under our fire. They charﬁed five times,
and did not drive us back a foot.

heavy. After the battle they lay by
thousands along the creek, and the
sights I saw make me sad even now to
recall them.’’

Captain Stone partially lost his hear-
ing at Resaca from the explosion of &
shell which killed a lieutenant at his
side. He enlisted as a private and
had won his company when he was
taken sick just after a Chureh, and
saw no more service, He greatly re-
grets having missed the march to the
sea.
