Clalming that there was an Improper counting
of the ballots In the first ward, Ward {8 mak-
ing another attempt to secure lis former of-
fice thro quo warranto proceedings in the ecircuit
court, and the case will come up at the term
now In reeslof. [t is M@’ ‘mllegation of the
plaintif that a proper counnting 'of ballots ‘en-
titles him.to -the office by a majority of seven
votes. 1t is charged that there were counted
A mumber of ballots on which the perforated
corner, contalning the number, had not been
torn off, and that these should have been
throwa out for the remson that the retention of
the perforated corner destroyed the secrecy sup-
posed to surround the ballot box, and therefore
Anvalidated the ballots.

This point has, it s sald, never been directly
passed upon by the courts, and therefore the
hearing in the proceedings possesses more than
a local significance,

Warden Brings Libel Suit.

Another interesting case booked for trial at
the present term is the sult of Warden James
Russell of the Marquette prison against Danfel

These were submitted to at least one
Detrolt newspaper, and were denied space in its
columns, later belng published in the Kalamazoo
Telegraph, together with sundry other allega-
tions by Hampton, imparted in an interview with
the ex-prisoner.

Contending that these assertions were grossly
libelous and untruthful, the warden is now ask-
Ing redress In a monetary sense. Hampton's
Wwhereabouts are unknown here, althe it is not
helleved he is still In the state.

SLEEPING, 10WA
MAN OWNS GUILT

MURDER CAME TO HAUNT ROCKER
IN HIS DREAMS,

His Wife Heard His Ories and Made
Him Confess that He Murdered Her
First Husband and Hung Up His
Body to Carry an Impression of Sui-
cide—New Trial.

Bpecial to The Journal.

Sibley, Iowa, Bept. 5.—For the second time,
Charles Rocker's life 18 to be put in Jeopardy
for the reason that he talked In his sleep. In
this city tomorrow will be begun his second
trial for murder of the man whose wife he
made bis wife and whose property he made his
property.

Most remarkable In some ways of all the
erimes recorded In the middle west was this
one lald at the door of Rocker. For four years
after the death of August Schroeder, near Rock
Rapids, the story that he committed suiclde in
his barn wae not doubted. And then, because
of one or two llttle clues and, more than any-
thing else, because Rocker talked in his sleep,
he was brought to trial for murder.

And even then there was an excellent chance
for the man to escape, for there is an Iowa law
that denles the right of the state to ask a
wife to testify against her husband. County
Attorney Fisher sought to avold this by show-
ing that Rocker had three other wives, one
living with her children in Minnesota, from
none of whom had he obtalned a divorce. Ker
the reason that Mrs. Bchroeder could not be
called his legal wife, he malntalned that her
evidence was admissible and It was heard. The
cnse was appealed and the supreme court re-
versed the case on {his point.

Behroeder, a farmer, was found hanging from
a beam In his barn early the morning of June
20, 1900. It was supposed, of course, that he
bnd banged himself, RBut some one noticed that
his socks were not sofled and that his ehocs
were In the house. How could he walk from
the house to the barn in his sockfeet and not
soil them? In the meanwhile Rocker, employed
fs & hand on the place, marrled Mrs, Schroeder
and the two moved to South Dakota, buying a
farm with Schroeder's money.

It wns in the middle of one night that
Rocker wat up in bed and awoke his wife by
saying ina loud, trlumphant volee, again and
again, ag he gritted his teeth, “‘Ah, August,
now I've got you; now ['ve got you." |His
expression was so viclous and his volce do
threatening that in the morning his wite pre#sed
him for an explanation. And finally, after tell-
ing his wife that:he would shoot her if she
ever told it, he related the story of Schroeder's
murder,

The evening before Schroeder's death, he
sald, when the two were In Rock Rapids, he
gave him polson mixed with whisky. After
they came home and went to bed, Bebroeder.
suffering from the polson, went out in the yard
to get nir. Rocker threw a handkerchief, sat-
urated with choloform, over Mrs. Bchrieder's
face, then followed Schroeder and choked him
to death. Using a wheelbarrow, he carted the
body to the barn snd hung it up where it was
found.

Mrs. Behroeder, after Rocker's arrest, gave
A sworn statement of this story to County At-
torney Fisher and later related it on the witness

stand. 1t 1s expected she will agaln be the
star witness.
