team. Already hundreds of acres
have been recluimed from mere pasture land
aud are beilng cultivated by the Indians, with
the result that good crops, especlally of vege-
tables, are being rulsed. Dams are belng bullt
at sultable places along the small creeks to
store not oply the floodwaters, which wounld not
be sufflefent In this region, but also the natural
flow. Ditches are then dug to carry the water
to the varlous accesslble parts,

The Indlans are muach Interested in this work.
They reallze the beneflt that irrigation will be
to them, and, contrary to the bellef held by
the majority of people, are glad to go to work
euch returning spring. Some 300 or 350 men
are employed upon this work, and not less than
150 of their brothers are working outside of the
reservation. The Milwaukee rallroad ds employ-
ing & number upon thelr’ extenslon imto the
Black Hills, while the North-Western has muny
Indian laborers In its employ, both In Dakota
and In Wyoming. They make good workmen,
for they ure strong, silent and, as one rallroad
Loss put It, have not yet learned to loaf when
the boss' back 1s turned.

The day schools on the reservation opened on
Monday, and are full to overflowing. The
boarding school at the ageney and the mission
school are also full. Aslde from these schools,
the government Indlan school at Rapid draws’
about 100 boys and girls from Pine Ridge, and
numbers of them go also to Carlisle, Haskell and
other large Institutions. Whether or not the
Indlan will learn to work and to study s no
longer n matter of speculation. It 1s a well-
established fact. .
