While no records were broken nor even 
equaled, the senior t rack and field 
championship of the amateur athletic 
union of the United States a t t rac ted a 
big gathering of spectators to Travers 
Island, where the fifteen events were 
decided today under the auspices of the 
New York Athletic club. The point 
score trophy was won by the local 
Irish-American Athletic club, which 
earned 63 points, the New York Ath­
letic club being second with 38, and the 
Chicago Athletic association was next 
with 13. 

The Irish club carried the day, prin­
cipally thru its strong men in the 
weight events. Sheridan won the 
discus throw, and two of his club mates 
finished second and third. The club 
furnished the first three in the 56-pounl 
weight contest, and in the hammer 
throw it got first and third with Champ­
ion John J . F lanagan and E. J . Sheri­
dan. 

The Chicago Athletic association had 
two winners and one second, Lerov 
Samse being first in the pole vault , J . 
W. Pat terson winning the high jump 
and Joseph Malcomson was second 
over the low hurdles. Archie Hahn, 
the Milwaukee flyer, who won Olympic 
honors in the 100-yard sprint a t Athens 
four months ago, was not in good form 
today. He failed to qualify in his 
t r ial for the short sprint and later on 
he was shut out in the final heat of 
the 220-yard run, being nipped by a 
few inches for third place. Nigel 
Barker, the Austral ian sprinter, did not 
s tar t in the 100, but saved himself for 
the longer sprint in which he failed to 
qualify.

Protest Avers that Men Were 
"Assisting" on Each 

Other's Targets. 

ager Armour, i t is said, looking for a 
tu rn of events tha t would land them 
in tha t official's position, and the result 
was tha t when i t was officially an­
nounced tha t Hugh Jennings was to 
manage the t igers next season, these 
players practically revolted, becoming 
indifferent and unmanageable, i t is 
charged.

Sea Girt, N. J., Sept. 8.—In the first 

t ime in the history of the national in­
dividual match for the championship of 
the United States in rifle snooting on 
the ranges a scandal has developed.

Marblehead, Mass., Sept. 8.—Two 

American and one German yachts will 
contest in the finals for the Roosevelt 
cup, as a result of today ' s contest. The 
Waannsee, the first of the German 
boa ts to win a race, captured the fourth 
event off this port tonight, beat ing 
Caramba by one minute and ten sec­
onds in a magnificent struggle thru a 
choppy sea and in light air. Under 
the conditions of the series "the Caram­
ba, the Tillie and the Gluckauf, not 
having won a race, will be eliminated 
from t h e finals and the bat t le will be 
fought out between the Vim, which has 
won two races, and the Auk and Waann­
see, which have each won one. Today 's 
contest was marked by the Vim acci­
dentally fouling the Caramba a t the 
start . Her owner, knowing tha t even 
should he win he would necessarily 
have to be disqualified, withdrew, sail­
ing back to Marblehead. I n explana­
tion of the affair Clarence Buckman, 
skipper of the Vim, said: 

*' I t was simply my fault, as I was 
on the port tack. The Caramba hit 
up on tne counter but no damage of 
consequence was done to either b o a t . " 

The course of today ' s race was a beat 
to windward, east-southeast, three miles 
and a run home, this being repeated, 
making a distance or twelve miles. The 
wind was light thruout the race, but 
there was a very heavy chop to the 
sea, which retarded the boats. The first 
par t of the race was between the Auk 
and the Caramba, wi th the German 
yachts t rai l ing, but the skipper of the 
Waannsee stood out to sea and caught 
a good breeze,4 so tha t a t the finish 
of the first round Waannsee led with 
the Auk second, Caramba third, Gluck­
auf fourth and Tilly fifth. The Auk 
wrested the lead from the German boat 
in turning the weather mark on the sec­
ond round to the superior seamanship of 
her captain, Mr. Adams, but on the 
run home the Waannsee overhauled her 
American rival and held the lead to the 
finish. 

The official finishing time was as~ fol­
lows: Waannsee, 2:44:49; Caramba.
