They
knew and realized the importance of what they
were doing. They studled thelr opportunities
and avalled themselves of the benefits around
them. They studied not only thelr conditions,
but saw the relation of these conditions to thelc
own affalrs. They submitted to rebuffs, but
they fought cheerfully and hard, never lettlng
these rebuffs sour them.

“A man may have talent and challenge the
world to accept that talent,”” sald the senator.
“The world may or may not answer that chal-
lenge, but one challenge the world never falls
to answer. If a man sonrs upon the world,
the world never fails to sour In return upon
him."

The ideals of Lincoln, Sumner and Grant were
high, but they dld not make the mistake of
dreamning of futuré specific advancement., They
enlarged and broadened thelr opportunity. The
address was scholarly and had material in 1t
for several speeches.

MISS SNOW HAS BEEN SLEEPING
SIX WEEES.

Aroused by Heroic Means, She-Is Able
to Eeep Awake Only an Hour or S0,
When She Sinks Again Into Sound
Slumber—Doctors Baffled by Minne-
sota Qirl’s Case. :

Enok, Minn., Sept. 13.—After slx weeks of
& sleep which has baffled ull the efforts of
phyeiclans, Miss Maud Spow, lving in Marshall
county near here, bas started on the seventh
week.

Blx weeks ago Miss Snow told her parents
thut she belleved she would lle down and take

a nap, and for em not to disturb her.
slept thru the aftermoon, the night und well

into the next dauy before any effort was made
to aruse her.

Then her parents trled to awaken her, but
without success, Becoming alarmed, they sum-
moned a physleian. ‘I'o awaken her he employed
a needle, starting at the feet and golng upward
on the body. The young woman died not wiuce
or show any signs that she felt the needle until
the armpits were reached, when she manifested
a4 slight sensitiveness to the operation, but did
not open her eyes. Finally she was aroused but
only for a brief moment, and at once fell to
sleep again.

At Intervals the family, by herole means, suc-
ceeded in awakening her. Plnchings, ‘beatings,
rubbings and pins were utilized and often dashea
of cold water were employed. These sometimes
would remove the condition of lethargy and
Miss Snow would awaken for an hour or two,
and would converse in a ratlonal manner. All
at once she would say: ‘‘Oh, I am so sleepy,”
and would at once lapse into slumber.

The physiclans who have attended the young
woman are thoroly puzzled by her condition.
Food has been administered to her in fuid form
and she apparently is in the best of health and
has lost no flesh. But It seems to be impossible
for her to keep awake for any long comsecutive
period.

Hypnotista and spiritualists argune that the
young woman Is in a trance and have desired to
try all sorts of experlments upon her, 'To this,
however, the parents have objected, and have
Atuck to the old school of physicians. While the
latter as yet have been unable to solve the
mystery they still belleve that it is susceptible
to rellef by such means as they are permitted
to use by thelr code of ethics. An improved
form of the electrical machine has been sug-
gleslted and this has been sent for to the twin
citles.
