St. Cloud, Minn., Sept. 14.—It looks 

like Clarence B. Buckman's finish in 
tJxo s i x t h congress iona l d i s tr ic t . 

TUB oomrreasmau is fighting lor hw 
life. He lias a splendid organization 
and some of the best political generals 
in the state under his banner, but the 
chances are against him, for there is a 
heavy undercurrent of adverse senti­
ment in the district, which not even 
the cleverest political management can 
stem. 

The campaign is coming to a whirl-
wind finish, and every hamlet in the 
twelve counties is stirred to partisan 
feeling and interest in the outcome. 
I t is one of the bitterest fights in re­
cent years. "When Buckman started in 
his fences were in miserable shape, and 
the outlook indicated an overwhelm­
ing defeat. He and his resourceful 
lieutenants got busy, however, and re­
built the organization. They picked 
off some of Lindbergh's supporters and 
lined them up for Buckman, breaking 
into the opposition in a number of lo­
calities. C. A. Lindbergh is. not a poli­
tician, and till recently his campaign 
was conducted in most amateurish 
fashion. Buckman made one tactical 
success after another till he had pulled 
up apparently on even terms,. and the 
politicians began to think it would be 
the same old story. 

Martin Takes Hold. 
Just lately, however, the Lindbergh 

campaign took on a new lease of life. 
James A. Martin of St. Cloud, one of 
the most resourceful politicians in the 
state, who had been idle politically 
since his resignation as postmaster, was 
enlisted to help Lindbergh, and is now. 
in practical charge of the campaign.-
With Prank M. Eddy as -field lieuten­
ant he is making things hum all over 
the district. They got J. P. Jacobson 
to come for his two speeches, which are 
being sent broadcast over the district 
to enlighten • the voters • as to Buek-
man's record. Jacobson spoke Tues­
day evening at Big Lake, in Sherburne 
county, and Wednesday at Cokato, in 
Wright county. In both places KB ar­
raignment of the congressman, created 
a profound sensation. 

The Buckman men are trying to an­
swer it by saying that Jacobson has no 
business to come into the district and 
dictate its politics. Just the same the 
two speeches are having a tremendous 
influence. The voters of the sixth know 
that Jacobson spoke the truth, and if 
they were not already against Buck-
man they are now pondering whether-
the district can afford to return a man 
to congress with such a record. 

Buckman is hot-footing over the dis­
trict, calling on as many voters as he 
can reach. Lindbergh is going a lively 
pace, making speeches in every town, 
stating his own views and attacking 
Buckman on his record. Saturday night 
he will wind up his speaking campaign, 
talking with Frank M. Eddy at St. 
Cloud. There Ripley Brower, one of 
Buckman's more recent concerts, has 
worked up some strength for the con­
gressman where he had only a corpo­
ral's guard before; but Lindbergh and 
Eddy will probably go after Brower as 
well as Buckman and give the cam­
paign in Stearns a hot finish. 

Buckman's Managers. 

Buckman 'B campaign is in the hands 
of J. Hw Nichols of Little Palls, a prom­
inent lumberman. The real work is be­
ing done, however, by three federal ap­
pointees. They are W. M. Puller, post­
master at Little Palls; E. S. Oakley, 
register of the Cass Lake land office 
and formerly resident at Buffalo, and 
M. N. Koll, receiver of the Cass Lake 
office and a resident of Alexandria. 
Brower in Stearns and Peter E. Hanson 
in Meeker are looking after those local­
ities. 

Senator Nelson has thrown his influ­
ence to Buckman, because of personal 
services rendered him, and the Buck-
man managers are trying to make it 
appear that Nelson's fortunes are in­
volved in' the contest. Nothing is far­
ther from the truth. Mr. Lindbergh 
foes on record at every opportunity as 

eing" in favor of Senator Nelson. H* 
Bays it would be a calamity if the 
senator should be retired, and he ex­
presses the highest admiration for his 
character and public services. He makes 
no apologies for being a candidate for 
congress against the wishes of Senator 
Nelson. . He feels warranted in exercis­
ing the great American privilege of run­
ning for office without asking any 
man 'a consent. 

Lindbergh has never been a politi­
cian, and Knows none of the wiles of 
the game. He is not much of a mixer 
either, and so has not been an entire 
success in his campaigning. He has in­
spired confidence and respect, however, 
and the verdict is that he will make a 

£ood congressman. Prank Eddy says

Thomas F. Ryan Said to Plan In­
ternational Monopoly to

turn of Thomas F. Ryan from Europe, 
Wall street expects to hear official 
announcement of the formation of a 
new rubber trust, , world-wide in its 
scope, which will place in the hands 
of American capitalis^a-«bBtrol of crude 
rubber f arid ^substantially make them 
master^ o£; rue rubber manufacturing 
industry of the world. 

Rumors from abroad that Mr. Ryan 
was negotiating with King Leopold, of 
Belgium for control of the rubber in­
terests of Africa, largely held' by the 
Anglo-Belgian syndicate, and. ' that 
Colonel Samuel P. Colt, president of 
the United 'States Rubber company, 
was engaged in a similar movement for 
the control of the distribution of rub­
ber supplies in Europe, were confirmed 
in part by Colonel Colt in a statement 
that his part in the big deal had been 
concluded. 

Washington Sept. 14.—A dispatch 
has been received at the state depart­
ment from American Charge Sleeper at 
Havana, confirming the reports of the 
destruction of. sugar plantations near 
Cienfuegos and of the destruction of-
the railroad bridges and buildings.

Paris, Sept. 14.—M. Santos-B-umont 

met ill-luck yesterday in an attempt to 
carry off the archdeacon prize. Altho 
he succeeded in driving the Bird of 
Prey, _ his aeroplane, many yards into 
the air, he came to the earth with a 
violent shock and smashed the propeller 
wheels and frame, thus putting an end 
for some time to come to his experi­
ments. 

After much maneuvering, the ma­
chine ascended, when, like a flash, it 
fell heavily to the ground. The propel­
ler struck first and was ripped off like 
paper. Then the frame, and finally the 
front wheels smote the earth, crum­
bling up beneath the force of the blow, 
leaving the machine a helpless wreck. 

M. Santos-Dumont was unhurt. For 
a' moment the spectators feared the 
machine would fall over backward and 
crush the aeronaut, but fortunately the 
angle taken was not sufficiently acute 
and he escaped with nothing more than 
a bump. There was only one thing to 
do—pack up "and go home. 

It did not seem unlikely that- the arch 
deacon prize had been' won, however, 
but after measurements wero taken, it 
turned out that the distance traversed 
was only half that required to win the 
cup. 

'"There will be some delay now," 
said the aeronaut. " I must get ready 
for the international balloon race, 
which comes off on the 30th, and I have 
a-lot to do before then, and consequent­
ly shall lea^e further trials until that 
ra.ce has been run. In the meantime, 
repairs will be made and I shall intro­
duce several alterations which this 
morning's experience has shown me to 
be necessary.'' , ; ' ;.
