in Douglas county this week, and the

indications there now are that he will
carry the county by a comfortable mar-
gin.” Senator Nelson’s influence has

bheen strong for Buckman, but Senator
Ward is not a Buckman man. C. J.
Gunderson. the unopposed eandidate for
the senate, has been one of Lindbergh's
best workers, and E. E. McCrea of the
Post-News at Alexandria is working
hard for him. One of the odd ineidents
of the eampaign is the hot partizanship
of the Alexandria Citizen for Buckman.
It is a democratie paper and has al-
ways fought him before. Now it is be-
ing gravely quoted all over the district
by the Buckman organs.

As to Stearns.

Stearns eounty has never been friend-
ly to Buckman, who fought Judge Col-
lins " nomivation for governor, and has
always opposed St. Cloud in polities.
Brower isileading a fight for Buck-
man, but sentiment is against him, and
the county will probably stand two to
one for Lindbergh, The danger to Lind-
hergh is that the republican vote will
he very light. There is a fierce con-
test on among the demoerats for the
county offices, and no republican con-

test except in the eity of St. Cloud over’

the scnatorship,

C. F. MaecDonald, Fred Sechilplin.
FPrank Zins and the other leaders of the
faction that has dominated, are on one
sitle with the St. Cloud Times and the
Nordstern. James R, Bennett, Jr., with
the Hearst faction and die Anzeiger
have a ticket and are trying to win the
county officers as they carried the re-
cent county convention, Eaeh faetion
will drag its republican friends in to
vote the democratic primary ticket, and
outside of St. Cloud the republican vote
is bound to be very light,

Benton county will be fairly close but
Lindberg is believed to be in the lead
there beyond question.

Sherburne is certain for Lindberg.
There will be a good vote there, and a
plurality of 2000 or more will prob-
ablv be registered against Buckman.

Wright county is a Buckman strong-
hold, due to the activity of ‘‘Bert”’
Oakley and Postmaster Lampson of
Bufiulo. There is a good deal of ad-
verse feeling but Lindbergh’s campaign
has not been handled very skilfully,
and it is eomplieated with local fights,
Duckman seems certain to earry the
county, but not by anything like his
009 plurality two years ago. He will
do well to get 400 there.

Meeker eounty went for Foster, the
home candidate, in both other contests.
This time, Peter E. Hanson and the
Mareh brothers have been brought by
Brower into the Buckman camp, and
Buckman is e¢laiming the county. The
hest adviees, however, are that Lind-
bergh will earry the county by a fair
margin,

The nationality proposition enters
into the oentest somewhat. Lindbergh Is
a native of Stearns county, but of
Swedish parentage. There ‘are many
Swedish republicans in every ecounty
of the sixth, especially in = Meecker,
Sherburne, Douglas and Crow Wing,
They are generally disposed to support
Lindbergh. Tt will unquestionably be
hetter for the republiean state ticket
if Lindbergh is nominated. The Swed-
ish republicans feel slighted in the
makeup of the ticket, and if Lindbergh
wing  they will be muech hetter satis-
fied, in the sixth distriect at least.
