CHICAGO BROEERS DETECT SIGNS
' ¢ OF LIFE.

Wood Fiber Paper Is Boosted §5 a Ton
by All Manufacturers Which Leads
to Belief that Now Combination Is
Forming to Regulate Output from All
Mills,

A blanket inerease of $5 a ton in the
price of wrapping and other grades of
wood fiber papers, with a corrcsponding
advance in other eclasses, has raised the

fear among Chicago dcalers that a new |

trust is forming. This fear is aug-
mented by the fact that the notices
abolishing former schedules were with-
drawn by all the mills simultaneously,
and the prices listed thus far have been
identical.

While it is believed that a mew com-
bination of paper manufacturers has
been formed, it is not thought that it
will be as complete as that under the
General Paper company. This con-
cern, which was known as the trust,
went out of business last May as the
result of an injunction suit brought at
St. Paul by the federal government.
The company refused to show its books
and when ordered to do so by the court
agreed to accept judgment and go out
of business. :

The theory qf the Chicago paper
brokers is that this error will not be
made a second time, and that no one.
firm will be allowed to handle the out-
put of all the mills in the combine, Tt

NIAGARA POWER

Cwrrent Taken From the Cataract 166
Miles Away.

Byracuse Herald.

~The o]pera.gion yesterday of several of
the trolley lines of the Syracuse Rapid
Transit system by electrical power
transmitted from the Niagara river can
hardly be called an experiment, for no
doubt was entertained of its practical
success; yet it was an event of excep-
tional significance and importance, not
alone to the people of this city, but to
the vast corporate interests to which
the power problem is an engrossing
study. e helieve it makes a
new record in the long distance trans-
mission of electrical power, at least in
the measure of horsepower that is to be
utilized, if not in the number of miles
covered by the communication,

In a few days all the ears of our
local traction system will be moved by
the strength of the current that rushes
165 miles away, toward America’s
greatest cataract. That in itself is a
marvelous triumph of human genius
over the forces of nature. But it is
something more than a scientific mir-
acle. * It may have far-reaching conse-
quences in hastening the day when
electricity will generally be substituted
for steam as the motive agency in the
operation of railroad systems and the
machinery of American industry. The
part that the Niagara river will play in
this transformation will necessarily be
limited, but the distribution of its
power over a broad area of the empire
state will surely sfimulate the discovery
and exploitation of other sources of
electrical energy and the invention of
new processes for making them effect-
ive in the service of man.

To the average cjtizen it must seem
that there will alwdays be danger of an
interruption of the electrical current
transmitted over this long connecting
line, and time alone can tell whether
this theory has any ‘serious basis.
Meanwhile the local power plant will.
of course, he available for use in pos-
sible emergencies. = Whether it will
have to be retained as a permanent
auxiliary to the main source of traction
power remains to be seen.’ That, How-
ever, i8 but an incidental problem, and
no doubt in good season it will be
satisfactorily solved.

STATE AGRICULTURAL SCHOOL

PERIL N ELEGTION
OF DEM, GONGRESS

Progress Would Be Checked if
Minority Got the Upper ;
Hand.

By W. W. Jermane,

Véashington, Sept. 19.—William J.
Bryan, in a recent address, said that the
best way to stand by the president was
to elect democrats to congress and the
senate, for democrats have stood by him
better than republicans, on all impor-
tant issues.

Becretary Taft, in his address at
Bath, Me., Sept. 5, perhaps the greatest
address that will be made during the
Prﬂseut campaign, on either side, said
hat a demoecratic house of representa-
tives would not further the Roosevelt
policies. On the econtrary, such a house
would hamper those policies. The best
way to stand by the president, he argued,
was to return a republican house.

Mr. Bryan’s statement was a mere
dietum, unsuptpurted by argument or
proof; Mr. Taft’s was full of reasoning
and careful analysis. Theré wasn’t a
man in the great erowd which heard
him but assented to the conclusion
reached.

If Mr. Bryan were president, instead
of Roosevelt, and Roosevelt were to
make a statement such as Mr. Bryan
recently made at_ Lincoln, the whole
democratic party, Mr. Bryan leading it.

.| would rise up and say that it was not

true—as indeed it would not be.

The strongest argument in favor of
republican vittory at the oncoming
congressional elections has been made
by President Roosevelt himself, in his
famons letter to Representative Watson
of Indiana, under date of Aug. 18. That
letter was, of course, a message to the
country at large, and was so received.
It was written avowedly in behalf of
republican ecandidates for congress
everywhere, and while the arguments in
favor of mere party success are discern-
-ible in it, the letter, considered broadly.
defends this position on the high ground
of consideration for the welfare of the
country as a whole. . 3

Radicalism, the Peril.

The president, obviously, recognizes
the help which he received from demo-
erats during the last session of con-

ress. He knows that the representa-
tives of that party supported his major
policies almost to a man, while on the
ropublican side there was a tendency,
at times ill concealed, to withhold sup-
port. At the same time, however, the
president realizes that none of the
great bills of the last session could have
become laws without the loyal support
of a great majority of the republican
members of the two houses, and so he
suys that the republican party, the ma-
jority party in congress, is properly en-
titled to the major part of the credit
for what was done. Of course, there
were republicans in both houses who
would have been glad to defeat the
presiedent’s bills, but there were at the
same time democrats in both houses,
who, if given their way, would have
stood for legislation that would have
been not only extravagant and sensa-
tionally radieal, but impracticable and
unconstitutional.

As the president sees the present sit-
uation, demoeratic control of the house
in the sixtieth congress would drive
that party, thrn motives of political
strategy, to differentiate very sharply
its position from that of the republican

arty. The result would be its control

v the radicals. The republicans, mean-
while, more especially in the senate
would recede Pmm the common gronnzi
occupied by both parties during the
last session, and fall again under the
leadership of the conservatives, who are
known to be strongly anti-Roosevelt.
Out of such a situation there would
come a hopeless legislative deadlock.

Might Break Program.

The president, as his Watson letter
indicates, would prevant such a condi-
tion of legislative-paralysis by continu-
ing the republican party in power in the
house of representatives. Some of the
laws of the last session will undoubted-
ly need changes during the life of the
sixtieth congress, and the president
wants those changes made in the spirit
in which the original laws themselves
were framed. He wants republican
success for the further reason that his
legislative program has not been com-
pleted. He wants the Philippine tariff
bill passed. the Santo Domingo treaty
ratified, and the bill passed limiting the
hours of labor of railway employees.
These and various other policies which
the administration will support, and to
which attention is called in the Watson
letter, will almost certainly be enacted
into law if the republicans centrol the
next house.

It is the belief of the president that
none of this legislation could be enact-
ed with a democratic house of represen-
tatives. He makes it plain that he be-
lieves the two great parties, one con-
trolling each house, would begin imme-
diately to maneuver with reference to
1908, subordinating national to partizan
issues. = The legislative history of the
country shows that this has invariably
been the case with a divided congress,
and the president well takes the posi-
tion that there is no reason for believ:

Of late public sentiment seems to
be crystallizing around the position
that the republicans are to be success-
ful. This is very manifest in Wash-
ington, which is the political hub of
the ecountry. More polities is talked
in this town, and talked more intelli-
gently, than in any one of the great
states of the country, and that talk
now is to the effeet that the republicans
are to carry the next house of repre-
sentatives by a majority of somewhere
around forty to fifty—large enough for
all practical purposes, and a much bet-
ter and more expeditious working mar-
gin than the present one of more than
a hundred.

HIS MODEST REQUEST

Inventor of Chess Wanted to Corner
Wheat Market.
Phin’s Follies of Secignce.

An Arabian author, Al Sephadi, re-
lates the following eurious anecdote:

A mathematician named Sessa, the
son of Dahar, the subjeet of an Indian
prince, having invented the game of
chess, his sovereign was highly pleased
with the invention, and wishing to con-
fer on him some reward worthy of his
magnificence, desired him to ask what-
ever he thought proper, assuring him
that it would be granted. The mathe-
matician, however, only asked for a

rain of wheat for the first square of
the chessboard, two for the second, four
for the third, and so on to the last, or
sixty-fourth. The prinee at first was
almost incensed at this demand, conceiv-
ing that it was ill snited to his liberal-
ity. By the advice of his courtiers, how-
ever, he ordered his vizier to comply
with Sessa’s request, but the minister
was mueh astonished when, having
-caused the quantity of wheat necessary
to fulfil the prince’s order to be ecal-
culated, he found that all the grain in
the royal granaries, and even all that
in those of his subjeets and in all Asia.
would not be sufficient.

He therefore informed the prince, who
sent for the mathematician and eandid-
ly acknowledged that he was not rich
enough to be able to comply with his
demand, the ingenuity of wﬂich aston-
ished him still more than the game
he had invented. 7

It will be found by caleulation that

tle more than 126,437,880,177 equare
acres,

If the price of a bushel of wheat be
estimated at $1, the value of the above

uantity 'probaialy exceeds that of all
the riches of the earth.
