Ann Arbor, Mich., Sept. 20.—Noth-
ing could be wmore discouraging than
the football outlook at Michigan this
year, the year of all %ears when the
wolverines have their first opportunity
to meet an eastern’ university on the
gridiron. . The complications that
confront Coach Yost at a time when all
eastern cyes will be turned upon his
team are not only unfortunate—they
are deplorable. :

It seems as if everything had con-
spired this season to belittle Michi-
gan’s football fame, when the wolver-
ines had been bent on making a great
jmpression in the east. The team has
lost all but three of its veterans, and is
unable to recruit its forces, except from
material that was discarded last year.

That would not be so unfortunate,
especially as most of the eastern col-
leges suffer from like restrictions if
Yost had any o%portuuity to develop
last year’s subs by putting them thru
the mill of experience, but none of
the big nine can p}af’ morg than a few
mateh games and all of these must be
with elevens representing colleges out-
side the agreement.

In other words the college solons,
wishing to obviate any possible ani-
mosity between colleges in the confer-
ences, decreed that the wuniversities
should not play each other. With such
a program before him Yost sees little
opporiunity of seasoning his men for
the game with the quakers.

This Time an Apperson Car
Tried to Climb a Tele-
graph Pole. |

New York, Sept. 20.—George Robert-
son, driver, and Asther arren, me-
chanie, were-injured, and the Apperson
racing car was wrecked in a trial spin
on the old Westbury road, near Willets,
yesterday. Robertson has a broken
collar bone, a dislocated hip and inter-
nal injuries. Both of Warren’s wrists
were broken, and he suffered a goncus-
sion of the frontal bone and laceration
of both cheeks. .

The wrecked machine literally wound
itself about a telegraph pole, its for-
ward wheels almost touching the rear
wheels.

The controlling levers were so twist-
ed and broken that for hours after the
accident the motor continued at its
highest speed, it being uninjured, and
no one being able to stop it.

Robertson had completed a round in
3015 minutes, the fastest of the day,
and was on his gecond round when the
accident occurred. He had negotiated
the dangerous hairpin turn in safety
and was threading his way thru the sin-
uous road, half a mile beyond, when a
front tire went down as he was round-
ing a curve at a terrific rate.

The car was hurled into a tree,
whence it glanced and smashed into the
telegraph pole, wrapping itself around
the pole so that the front and rear
wheels met. J. F. Stone, in another
ear, took both of the injured men to
the Mineola hespital, after they had
recovered conseiousness, - Both were
in great pain, but both displayed great
fortitude and won the admiration of all
by their exhibition of nerve.
