The women urged on the men. " T h e 
ship is doomed," they shouted, ming­
ling tha t superstitious declaration with 
cries of " f i r e . " Quickly the men 
joined with the women in demanding; 
t ha t the boats be launched. 

In a jiffy Captain P i t ta luga had 
th i r ty members of the crew working. 
While this bat t le was being waged be­
low decks a fiercer one was in prog­
ress above. The crew, with the offi­
cers, consists of 123 men. All who 
were not needed to fight the fire and 
work the ship were summoned by the 
captain to hold the boats against the 
frenzied immigrants. 

Driven to Quarters. 

" S t a n d b a c k , " the captain com­
manded them. " T h e first man who 
tries to cut a rope or enter a boat will 
be s h o t . " 

Then the captain ordered the armed of 
his crew to form in ba t t le line and ad­
vance upon the steerage passengers. 
This they did with leveled weapons, 
commanding them at the same time to 
go to their berths . I n this way all 
were driven below decks and kept there 
for the rest of the night. The fire 
amounted to nothing.
