Paul, Howe agreed to pay $600,000 for the
property and pald $50,000 of this amount, condl-
ticned upon & contract under which the Hay-
ward heirs were 1o furnish a good merchantabla
title to the property. This, Howe asserted, the
owners were unable to do.

The Hayward heirs asserted the contrary and
refused to refund the money. They sald they
were ready to deliver the property, but Howe
refused to take it, claiming the title was not
such as his contract called for.

In the meantime the Hayward heirs recelved
an even larger offer for the mine and it 1s now
the property of the steel trust under a royalty
contract. The cuse has been twice to the su-
preme court and has been tried hard on both
gides.

time.
