TO SMITE EARTH 

Next Seven Days Will See Deso­
lation and Death, Declares

Spokane, Wash., Oct. 3.—W. E. Bart-

le t t and M. C. Black, well-known 
Seatt le business men, have reached 
here after a perilous t r ip in the Cas­
cade mountains, bringing with them a 
bottle filled with almost pure 
which they say was taken from 
hidden in the mountain fastnesses. 

Bar t le t t is the grandson of D. E. 
Irigels,- a miner who came to these par ts 
in the early '50s and was murdered by 
his partner . The Bar t le t t family are 
spiritualists and Bart le t t declares tha t 
his dead and murdered grandfather, 
thru a Port land medium, sent him 
word bidding him find the mine. Bart­
let t declares positively tha t he received 
specific directions from the spirit of 
the grandfather how to proceed to 
discover the mine. He was commanded 
to select Black to accompany him on 
the expedition. The men wiil not tell 
the location of their find, but say tha t 
it cannot be reached save by making 
a dangerous t r ip and one filled with 
many hardships, especially a t this time 
of year when winter already has set 
his 'icy" grip upon the mountains. They 
say thac in the spring they intend to 
return and develop their find. 

In a rough and mountainous section, 
the men say, they found a gray quartz 
ledge literally filled with the gold. 
Small pieces were broken off, pounded 
up in a frying pan and the gold picked 
out with the fingers and placed in the 
bottle. The gold brought here by the 
men was assayed and proved to be 
almost pure. If the ledge proves as 
rich as the samples a man with a small 
mortar and gold pan could clean up 
enough in a week ' s t ime to make him 
wealthy.
