Russian Woman and Companion 
Hide in Paris After Race 

Across Atlantic. 

Jefferson City, Mo., Oct. 5.—Govern­
or Folk has wr i t ten a let ter to Gov­
ernor Hoch of Kansas, opening a ques­
tion involving the boundary line be­
tween Missouri and Kansas and the 
consequent control over an island in 
the Missouri r iver on which there is a 
b ig gambling resort. Governor Folk 
asserts tha t if the island is within the 
l imits of Missouri, measures will be 
taken to stop the gambling at once. 

The island, which contains about 400 
acres, lies between Clay county, Mo., 
and Wyandot te county, Kan., and was 
formed by the divergence of the river 
about fifteen years ago. Neither Mis­
souri nor Kansas has entered claim to 
the island. 

FRISCO EARTHQUAKE 
HAS POWERFUL RIVAL 

Paris , Oct. 5.—Great interest has 
been created here by the arr ival from 
Now York of the fugitive Russian lieu­
tenant , Gabriel Essipoff, accompanied 
by the wife of General Oushakpff. They 
had come on the steamer Savoie, flying 
from the vengeance of the husband and 
former friend of Lieutenant Essipoff. 

The runaways traveled under an as­
sumed name, and were accompanied by 
an elderly woman. The • passengers on 
the Savoie were not aware, of their 
identity,,, but Essipoff was recognized 
a t the station here. He was completely 
surprised when addressed^ and in reply 
to inquiries said:

Reads Rollcall. 

The senator then read the rollcalls on 
his amendments to provide for valuing 
the property of railroads, and to forbid 
judges to sit on cases where railroads 
of which they owned stocks or bonds 
or carried passes were l i t igants under 
the law.

Government Ownership. 

The speaker said he was not going to 
declare fpr government ownership of 
railroads. The control of the roads 
cannot be allowed to continue in the 
hands of a few men. Not only the 
ra tes , but the service must be regarded, 
and those who own the roads must be 
compelled to render good, adequate and 
equal service to all individuals, or the 
government must own the roads. Abso­
lute state and national control of rates 
and service must be had, or the people 
would force government control. 

MEGCA OF GAMBLERS

Roanoke, Va., Oct. 5.—Nineteen 
bodies have been recovered from the 
West Fork mine at Pocahontas, and i t 
is thought tha t there are still forty in 
the mines, all probably dead.
