HAROON COACH
NOT SATISFIED

Chicago Scrub, with Gopher For-
mations, Maybe, Score on
Regulars,

Chicago, Nov. 7.—A maroon defense that will
be able to overcome the handleap of “fifteen
pounds' weight to the man possessed by the
gophers' is the problem that is receiving Coach
Stagg's greatest attentlon.

With only three days left for practice, the
maroon director is putting the men thru the
hardest work of the season, in drilling thewn
in all departments of the game and is holding
lengthy unilght sessions. But the question that
seems to be bothering him most is his line.
If bhe can bolster this up so that it can battle
on even terms with the gophers, Stagg s willlng
to take the chances on his backfield when pitted
gainst that of Dr. Wiljlams' team.

The fact that the marcons have only about
two-thirds of thelr seventy plays mastered per-
fectly shows that Stagg is not neglecting his
offense during the last week, but the dally
scrimmages of the regulars against the fresh-
men have failed to bringo forth a stonewall de-
fense such as Chicago followers would llke to
Bee.

Twice yesterday afternoon the freshmen scored

The ball remalned In the hands of the freshmen

THE GOPHER GIANTS—AS CHICAGO SEES THEM .

Chicago football critice profess to be ‘“‘seeing
things at night'' relative to the gopher team
which invades Marshall fleld Saturday. The
gopher weights are exaggerated and swelled up,
but the scribes all say they expect speed de-
spite the bulk. Hefe s the latest gossip from
the Chicago Dally News:

If Minnesota's backfleld is as fast as has been
reported by some who have watched the gophers
in practice and in games, the maroons will have
the battle of thelr lives at Marshall fleld next
Baturday. Dr. Willlams has gathered together
a band of gridiron warriors to represent the
maroon and old gold of the state university that
welghs over fifteen pounds to a man heavier
than the Midway squad, and, with speed to
back wup this tremendous welght, the marocons
will have to be lightning fast to overcome such
2 handlcap.

In every position the Sounthsiders are ont-
weighed, in some cases by big margins. In the
line the gophers average twelve pounds heavier
than the maroons, and in the backfleld the differ-
ence {8 over twenty-one pounds a man.

Bomething of the tremendous task that faces
Stagg may be seen from these figures. Chicago's
line is weak, Minnesota's is strong. Chicago's
backfield is fast and light, Minnesota's is fast
and heavy. Under these conditions the odds
favor the gophers In every way.

But there are other -angles to fdéotball besides
mere weight and speed, and Stagg has proven
bimself in a hbundred battles equal to every
occasion. The lovers of the gridiron sport have
unlimited confidence in him, and Chicago follow-
ers will bank on the ‘“‘wizard of the Midway''
to develop a llne that will hold the tremendous
hammering to which it will be subjected by the

Dr. Willlams
is not giving his opinion as to the progress of
the team, or of the outcome of the play Sat-
urday.

Chicago is €till talking of the ‘“‘glants of the
north,'" the "‘gopher glants'' and other allitera-
tive and somewhat exaggerated altho formidable-
sounding titles. There is no use denying that
Minnesota has a heary team this year, but
the Chleago team is also heavy.

If Dr. Willlams can whip speed into
his blg fellows, a speed equal to that of the
maroons, then Minnesota will have the most
formidable football team In the country today.

Chicago 1s evidently holding the gophers in
great respect, and well they may. Minnesota
players must realize that they are up against
the biggest battle of the year for western su-
premacy, and If any of them are holding Chi-
cago cheaply they will regret it. The idea the
gophers should entertain {8 that Chicago can be
licked if each man plays his game from whistle
to whistle every second of the time. It can be
done, but any laxity or loafing anywhere in the
team will be fatal.

BIG BALLOON RACE

New York, Nov. T.—At the annual meeting
of the Aero Club of America Monday night
new officers for the ensuing year were elected,
also a new board of directors, and the new ad-
ministration started in immediately on prepara-
tions for the great long-distance contest to be
salled In America next year for the Gordon
Bennett cup. That the larger cities of the
mjddle west keenly appreciate the interest taken
in the event by the entire world was made
manifest by the batch of communications re-
celved and the personal appearance of a repre-
sentation of the Business Men's league from St.
Louls. “Only tell ys what you want,"” de-
clared the breezy westerner, “‘and you can have
anything. 8t. Louls wants this balloon race."

Cortlandt Field Bishop, the newly-elected presi-
dent who was in the chalr, enumerated a num-
ber of things that must be had for starting
elghteen big balloons across the continent.

““But we can't do much of anything without a
wind,” he sald, and then asked: ‘‘What period
of the year are your prevailing winds?*

The westerner, duly impressed, thought a mo-
ment and then said serfously: ‘'Come out in
May and we'll scare up a cyclone. B8t. Louis
eltizens are not particularly stuck on them, but
it they are ry to you balloon] why
we can stand another.””

Dan O. Nugent, the St. Louls representative,
was told there would have to be a balloon park
at least GO0 feet long and 500 feet wide; a
twelve-inch gas main with proper connections
and facilities of furnishing about 1,500,000 cuble
feet of gas In two hours. Mr. Nugent thought
that the old fair grounds, now a park, or the
racetrack would be just the place, and added
drrly that the gas supply was a problem very
easily solved in St. Louis.

““We have got Fmd hotels and water
now in St. Louls,' sald Mr. Nugent, “and we
bave a smoke-consuming department at work in
the city administration. By the time of the
balloon race next year I think we will have
cleared the atmosphera over the city so the
balloons can be seen when they go up."
