this moruing. *“ithe wvew football as played
by our teamn requires a dry tgeld,”" said bhe
today. “Tue outlook Is discouraging this worn-
Ing, but there is wuch sutisfaction to us to
learn of the care the Minnesota wanagemeut
1 taking in our bebalf as well as their own.

We want a gowd fleld, good fust play and the
best team to win., 1 koow all about Minne-
apolis as a football city, apd it is our one
desire to play a good game and let victory go
to the best team. We would prefer defeat un-
der favorable conditions to a victory In a gume
adverse clrcumstances, as we
think a lot of the comfort of the spectators
and their pleasure."

At midnight last night the storm started In
with a wne sunow which grew with intensity
snd streugth as the night progressed. This
morning at Northrop fleld the seats and ground
were covered with slush, and Manager Reed
18 as busy as u man in a rattlesnake nest. He
hus a large forece of wen out eleaning and sweep-
ing off the seats and attempting in every way
poseible to get the field ready for the game.

1 was out this morning, early,”’ said he, **and
examined the gridivon. 'The hay covering has
protected the tfield even better than I had ex-
pected aud if there is no more rain 1 believe
the covering which has been on the gridiron will
protect it all right and that the surface will
be in good shape. We are just as anxious as

Fight It Out for the
Championship,

New York, Nov. 12.—(By Charles Chadwick)—
The beginuiug of the end of the football sea-
son has arrived. Yale and Princeton meet Bat-
:mlar at Princéton aud Peunsylvania plays Mich-
gan. .

Harvard, Yale and Princeton Lave in turn met
and defeated the army team by low scores In
three of the bardest-fought games of the year,
It would be very difficult to say after the work
of these teams in rheir latest games whieh
tukes the lead. The season presents the re-
markable festure of three. teams keeping to-
gether on top of the beap In a steady progression,
winning tihelr respective preparatory gamnes as
a rule with low scores add exhibiting a gen-
eral .evenness of play which makes the tanek of
differentlatimg thelr respettive strong and weak
polnts and adding up and comparing the totals
a difficult one.

Yale still stands as the team with the best
defense, while her offense has been getting
stronger dally. DPrinceton bhad, up to the time
she tackled West Iolnt, the strongest offense
of the three. Her superlorlty In the kicking
game, with a punter and dropkicker like Har-
lan, has been evident; also this saved the
day for her at West Polnt.

The Yale offense swept the fast Brown team
for successive galus. Yale bas been exhiblting
these last few weeks her historic tendency to
play harder in the second half.. The team,
like many of Its predecessors, has more endur-
ance and grit than speed, tho this quality of

Epeed 1s due to come as usual at the eleventh
bour, with careful handling.

In speaking of the offensive work of the year,
It must be remembered much of the new game
! hag  necessurlly been carefulls worked up In
i eecret behind closed gates, and kept from publie
! exhibltion to be used in the champlonship games
| which are yet to be played. Hence the real
| value of the forward pass and the rest of the
offensive play under the new rules has as yet
only been partly learned.

Princeton and Yale may have a nomber of
surpriseé up thelr sleeves to spring upon each
| other, and their snccese or fallure is going to
be a mighty -Interesting cxperience. But the
experience of the past has tanght us that trick
playe do not win champlonship games, and, as
things are shaping themselves, It is now more
thun likely that Princeton’s chance of defeating
Yale will He in her wonderful kicking ability.
