Thomas C. Pia t t , i t has just developed, 
is dangerously ill in Washington, and 
not expected to live. His mother 
has arrived from Minnesota. 

Carmody is suffering from a severe 
a t tack of nervous prostration, brought 
about, i t is believed, by excessive •wor­
ry over the recent revelations of his 
troubles with his wife, the daughter of 
Mrs. Thomas U. Pia t t . The recent 
publication of the troubles of the aged 
senator is also said to have hastened 
his breakdown. 

Senator P ia t t , in his apartments in 
the Hotel Gotham, is hourly in com­
munication with the family of Colonel 
Carmody. The senator will leave New 
York Saturday to go to his bedside, 

{>roviding District Attorney Carmody 
s alive. 

Everything known to science is be­
ing used to prolong the young man ' s 
life, but with little hope of success. 
The senator has summoned noted spe­
cialists from this city and has hurried 
them down to Washington. Colonel 
Carmody i s a phys ica l wreck , Weigh­
i n g a t the present t i m e , on ly n ine ty -
seven pounds. 

WILL BARE TUBE SCANDAL 
Police Cause Arrest of P i t t sburg Coun­

cilman and Promoter. 
Pi t tsburg, Nov. 28.—With the re­

arrest of C. S. Cameron, president of 
the Tube City railroad and Common 
Councilman William A. Martin, on a 
charge of conspiracv to defraud the rail­
road out of $70,000. this time the police 
authorities being the prosecutors, and 
their subsequent release in $10,000 bail 
each, the alleged eouncilmanic bribery 
scandal is to be thoroly and publicly 
ventilated. 

Mayor George W. Guthrie has taken 
personal charge o f the pol ice i n v e s t i g a ­
t i o n and re i terates e m p h a t i c a l l y t h a t 
every person found to be implicated, 
either councilman or railroad officials, 
in the distribution of the $70,000 graft 
money, will be arrested and prosecuted. 

According .to the evidence, said to 
be in the possess;on of Mavor Guthrie, 
the councilmen were to act favorably 
on the ordinances desired passed by the 
Cube City railroad. The railroad was 

to distribute $70,000. Of this sum $40,-
000 went to the sixty-nine councilmen, 
while the remainder was to have been 
given to three other councilmen who 
acted as agents in the deal.

she had c o m m i t t e d su ic ide . 

The woman was missing and the f am-
ily caused a general alarm to be sent 
out. She had shot herself twice and 
had taken arsenic.
