Grafton, N . D. , Dec . 5 .—The jury In the tr ia l 
o f Anton Sor for manslaughter in the first de­
g r e e for ki l l ing h i s brother, w a s completed to­
day. The first w i t n e s s w a s the deputy sheriff. 
Mho Identified the pickax w i t h which the ki l l ing 
w as done. 

The second wi tnes s w a s W i l l i a m Kavmeminee , 
14 y e a i s old, the only e y e w i t n e s s of the murder. 
H e testified that when he c a m e to the fence 
where the quarrel s tarted Joseph Sor w a s pick­
ing up stones when his brother Anton w e n t 
over to h im. They had some talk in Bohemian 
that the wi tnes s could not understand and later 
c a m e to blows, Anton g iv ing the first blow. 

They fought on the ground and then Anton 
w e n t to his wagon and got the pickax and 
•winging it aruind hit bis brother over the 
heart . Joseph fel l , and Anton, he said, kicked 
h im. H e w a s taken home and Joseph Sor's 
wife asked Anton to come and help her, that her 
husband w a s dying. Anton swore and sa id he 
did not care for h im or any of the fami ly , and 
w e n t away . 

Since hearing the tes t imony there i s a f ee l ing 
t h a t a verdict in the first degree w i l l be ren­
dered. 

T h e r e i s some ill fee l ing because the court al­
l o w e d nine o f the jurors their freedom wi thout 
the presence of a sheriff af ter they had been 
se lec ted .

Robert Black and Henry Black, arrested a t 
Larlmore, pleaded gu i l ty and w a s sentenced to 
not gu i l ty . 

Barnej Zitiir, a Great Northern engineer a t 
Larlmore. charged w i t h embezzl ing $182 from 
the Brotherhood of Locomotive Firemen, of 
which he w a s sec ie tary , pleaded not gu i l ty . 

Charles G. Arnold, who vis i ted the home of 
h i s divorced wi f e and is a l leged to have at­
tempted Miicide, pleaded not gu i l ty to the 
charge Dr. F. J .
