& World ' s Work. 
The German army of today is the 

largest and most efficient fighting or­
ganizat ion tha t the -world has ever 
Been, and i t has served as a model for 
the1 armies of most other countries. The 
Austr ian army has been organized on 
methods copied exactly from the Ger­
man system. The Japanese army also 
took i ts methods in organization as 
well as in s t ra tegy and tact ics from 
Germany and German officers. The 
Chinese a rmy has now adopted German 
methods. Near ly all the smaller coun­
t r ies of Europe with aspirations to mil­
i t a ry efficiency have borrowed officers 
from the German army to instruct 
the i r troops. The Turkish army was 
iso organized. 

In the recent war the largest forces 
met which hav^e ever opposed one an­
other in any conflict. The German 
army, however, could put in the field a 

Perfectly equipped mil i tary force eight 
imes larger than the victorious Japan­

ese army which gained the ba t t le of 
Mukden. I t consists of more than four 
million soldiers. But in addition to four 
million trained soldiers, Germany could 
enroll six million more men who, al-
tho not t rained for service in the fight­
ing line, would nevertheless form a 
valuable reserve for the protection # of 
lines of communication and such duties. 
A very large number of these reserves 
liave had at least some mil i tary train­
ing, and in case of necessity could also 
be employed in act ive service after a 
brief period of drill and mili tary ex­
ercise. Thus the stupendous number of 
10,000,000 able-bodied men could- be 
mustered under the imperial banner of 
the German empire, so tha t t he state­
ment tha t all Germany is an " a r m e d 
c a m p " is justified. 

The German «mperor, who in times of 
peace, shares authori ty over the army 
with his fellow German sovereigns, the 
kings of Bavaria, Saxony and Wur-
temberg, becomes in time of war su-

I»reme and eommander-in-ehief or " w a r 
o r d " of tbe entire mil i tary forces of 

the empire. 
The standing army of Germany con­

sists approximately of 600,000 men. 
Nearly half of th is number pass out 
of the s tanding army every year and 
are replaced by an equal number of 
fresh recruits. Germany thus produces 
year by yeai more than a quarter of 
a million t rained soldiers. The first re­
serve consists approximately of 1,100,-
000 men, and the " l a n d w e h r " consists 
of 1,700,000 men, of whom 900,000 are 
in the first class and 800,000 are in the 
second class. " L a n d s t u r m " consists 
of 600,000 men, making a grand total 
of 4,000,000. 

The organization of the armv is as 
simple as i t is efficient. The unit of 
organization in the infant ry is the 
" s e c t i o n , " consisting of twenty men 
under the command of a corporal. Two 
sections form a " semide tachment , " or 
for ty men under the command of a ser­
geant. Two semidetachments form a 
" de tachment , ; ' of eighty men under 
the command of a l ieutenant. Three 
detachments form a company of 240 
men under a captain. Four companies 
make a bat ta l ion of 960 men under a 
major. Three bat tal ions form a regi­
ment under a colonel; and two regi­
ments form a brigade under the com-

* *mand of a major general. The " a r m y 
c o r p s , " which is the largest mili tary 
uni t , consists of two or three divisions.
