Perpetuating a I hr.e-honored custom,the Indians of tho Mattaponi Tribe,whose reservation is at .Sweet Hall

v^ntc-dav :»<-nt an envoy to the State
Capitol to renew formally the pledge
.of nlli'g>iau<:e to the l'.lg White Sachem
o>' the Commonwealth. to assure him

| of their everlasting high esteem and
. to offer him »drts.

The envoy chosen for tliis important
mission is Chief George F. Custalow.

j He arrived at the Capitol hearing: a
string of chub and roclfftsh, the fin-
est specimens procurable by the In¬
dians at this season In Virginia waters,
and a huge wild turkey, a trophy of the
chief's .slclll as a hunter.
Governor Stuart was not in the

executive oOice. having departed ear¬
lier in the morning for IClk Garden,
his Russell County home, but the en-
voy of the Mattaponls was recejved
with due form and ccromony- by Sec¬
retary Alexander Forward, who wel-
corned Chief Custalow to the olllclal
wigwam, congratulated him upon his
excellent health, wished him IndlvUl-
ually and tho Mattaponls collectively
much Joy, and Inquired solicitously af-
ter the health and prosperity of tho
Indians of the Sweet Hall reservation.
Tho envoy answered him gravely,

but in good cheer. He said the Mat-
tapoinls were in (food circumstances,
having an abundance of provisions
and clothing for the winter. And ho
re-turned all the good wishes of the
eecretary.
