In tho first minutes Of the tight,
ofl'icers of the Glasgow . say, the Good
Hope had one of her 4.2-inch guns
dismantled and then her gunpowder
stores exploded.

Amidships and Serious

Explosion Occurs.

THEN DISAPPEARS INTO
FOG, STILL IN FLAMES

Battle Takes Place Near Coast of
Anatolia on Wednes¬

I'lrst newa of th'- engage¬
ment was plvpti in an official -tate-
ment Issued by the Russlon Ministry
of Marine to-day.
The official narrative of the en-

counter relates that on November IS
a division of the Mlack Sea fleet which
was returning from a cruise in S«bas-
topol. sighted, twenty-five miles cast
of the Hhersoncs liclit, a Turkish de¬
tachment of war«hlp.s consisting of the
Uoeben and the Hreslau.

Tit" Russian ships, immediately, upon
sighting the two former German war¬
ships. and recognlxlng tb«*m as the
raiders whose activities brought Tur¬
key into the war, drew up In battle
order,» bringing the Goeben and Mres-
lau to starboard. The Russian «hlps
(pened lire. following th>- motions of
the llaRshlp; the Admiral JCvstafry.
The initial salvo from the tw?lv-lnc1t
battery of tlie flagship struck the Goo-
li.-n amidsiilps. An explosion was
caused hh a .result of the Kvatafry's
hits, and jhe Goeben iiuinediately broke
into flnni<*s on her port side, amidships.
The Goeben was slow to reply, and

as the range was close, there could be
.-'.en on her decks scenes of great con-
fusion.

Goeben. Still tlie reply of the German
cruiser wan not effective. Kvidently
the

enemy's ships were not prepared
for action on such short notice.

Klnalfy the German iron tiers on both
the Hteslau and the Goeben trot their
big tuns Into action, and opened with
salvos against the flagship, which they
seemed determined to disable. None of!
their shots were directed at tlie ae-
contpafiylnp units of tlie Kussian fleet,
despite tlie fact that all these Russian
warships were tiring into the two
Turks.
The battle lasted forlv iniiiut-s,

when ot a sudden the Goeben veered off
and withdrew, disappearing in the fog.
The Hreslau followed. The Russian <11-
vision took up the pursuit, hut the
speed of the enemy's ships was too
Kreat. and the chase had to slacken
up. One Russian lieutenant and nine-
teen sailors were killed, and live sailors
were slielitlv wounded, according to
the official statement.
The belief in official circles is that

the (foebep was so badly disabled, even
If she survives tlie effect of the explo-sions and the lire aboard her, that site
will he out of commission for the rest
of the war.
The official 'statement lauds the

marksmanship of the Russian gunners,
declaring they cave an excellent ae-
count of themselves.
