STORY IS -TOLD BY SURVIVOIl

Col. Joseph Mayo, "Who Was Many
.Times Promoted for Valor, Gives
Graphic Recital of Horrors When
High Tide Was Reached.

nv COLONKI, JOHRPH MAYO.
The order of march Into the enemy's

country was left in front; first Kweli's.
then Hill's, and lastly I^ongstrect's
-orps. of which Armlstcad's. Gfirnett's
tnd Ivempor'g Brigades of Pickett's Di¬
vision brought up the rear. The other
two brigades, those of Corsu and Jen¬
kins, were absent on dotached service
ilong the Potomac.
WO reached Chaniberaburg on the

svenlng of Juno 27, and stayed thore
until hastily summoned to the scene
>t hostilities on the morning of July 2,
laving been employed in the meantime
in tearing up the railroad tracks and
Icmollshing the depot and othor build¬
ings. A forced march of twenty-five
:nlles on Friday, July 2, brought us at
ibout 3 o'clock in the afternoon to the
stone bridge on tho Cashtown and
Gettysburg Turnpike, within cannon
shot of tho battlefield. Here General
Picket sent Colonel Walter Harrison,
of his star, to tell General Leo of our
irrlval and readiness for action. The
inswer came to find a camp and await
further orders.
Before dawn the following morning

we moved to our place in the \lmt; our
narch being carefully concealed from
ihe enemy's view. Soon after wo got
n'position.some 200 yards in the rear
ot Jhe batteries on Seminary Ridge.
General Lee psssed In front of us,
:omlng from the right, apd a little
while afterwards every man in the
~anks was mads to know .what was
the work which had been cut out for
as. I remember perfectly well Gen-
aral Kempcr|s earnest injunction to
me to bo sure that the Third Virginia
was told why the commanding general
lad assigned our division to the post
3f honor on that day. He was a Vir¬
ginian.so were they.
Then the arms were stacked and the

men allowed to rest at will, but one
-hlng was especially noticeable, from
aeing unusually merry and hilarious
they on a sudden had become as still ,
md thoughtful us Quakers, at a love',
feast.

onel Patton was standing In, front of
tho Seventh, I said to him: "The news
aas brought about an awful serious¬
ness with our follows, Taz."

(H&re let me
fiy that Gcneritl'-,'lC^rtrppr,i" memory
Was at fault when he sald ljj his letter
lo Judge Davld-E. Johnson, dated Feb-
tuary 4, 1SSC, (fiat he and General Gar-
oett were the "only officers of Pickett's
Division who went into that battle
mounted. He himself gave Colonel
Lewis B. Williams, of the First, per¬
mission to keop his horse, as he was
too unwell to walk, and after the gen¬
eral was shot down I snw two of his
staff. Captain William O. Frv and Or¬
derly Walker, still on horseback.)
Meantime, the blazing sun has

reached and passed the meridian, and
tho long*, painful Interval of suspense
Is swallowed up in the excruciatintr
reality. Where the Third and a greater
part of the Seventh lay there was a
depression In the ridge, exposing them
to tho full fury of the tempest of shot
und shell, which soon came raining
down upon them. A faint conception
of Its indescribable horrors may be
gathered from a few Incidents, of
which I retain to this day a shudder-
inp recollection.
At the sound of the signal guns I

wept to the centre of the regiment In
front of the flag <and sat down upon
a pile of blankets resembling a coil of
rope, but the intolerable heet of the
sun quickly drove me hack to-shelter
of the apple tree under which men and
officers of both regiments were crowd¬
ed together thick as herrings in 'a
barrel, where I managed to squeeze In
between Colonels Patton and Callcote.
The first shot or two flew harmlessly
over our heads, but soon they began
to get the range, and then came.well,what General Gibbon, on the other
side, called "pandemonium."

First there was an explosion in fhe
top of our friendly tree, sending a
hower of limba upon us. Tn a second:
here was another, followed bv a plerc-

I{ig shriek which caused Patton to

flatter. Two killed outright and three
rightfully wounded, he said on his:

t Immediately afterward a like cry j

came fronv another apple tree close by
in the midot of the third. Company K
had suffered terribly; lieutenant A. P.
Gaines's leg was shattered below the
knee. Of the Arthur brothers, second
and third lieutenants, one was killed
and the other badly wounded. Orderly
Sergeant Murray mortally wounded,
and of the privates, one killed and!
three wounded. Then for more than an-
hour it went on; nearly every minute
the cry of mortal agony was heard,
above tho roar and rumble of the guns.;

\ IN RAIN OF DlSATIF
In his modest book. "Pour Years a

Soldlor." one who was left for dead';
under that first named, apple tree, de-1scribes It in these feeling words; "Turn
you where you would, there were to lie
seen at almost every moment of time,!
guns, swords, haversacks, human flesh!
and bones flying and dangling In the!
air or bouncing above tho earth, whiclk
was now trembling beneath us as if
shaken by an earthquake. Over us,
Jn front of us, behind us,, in our midst
and through our ranks poured solid;
shot and bursting shell, dealing outj
death on every hand; yet the men stoodgravely to their posts In an open field
¦kith the Iron hall agd blistering Julylun beating upon thetr unprotected
¦ends."

fcard Iftarned, that our blue-coated!B*)ends over 'the way were lft thfe same,

^Lnot a worse, predicament. General

Gibbon, who, with Hancook'a' Qorpa.
hoM the position we were about to
storm,. saytl of~ the execution done by
our batteries that it exceeded any¬thing he had ever dreamed of In ar-
tlllory warfare, and l believe it la now
an admitted historical fact that from
the time when first the "rilrable gunner
with linstock the devilish cannon
touched."- that din at Gettysburg was
the most fearful sound that ever pealed
from tho "red throat Of war."
Colonel Patton called my attention

to- the gallant bearing of Major Bear¬
ing as he galloped, flag In hand, from
gun to gun of his battalion, and sug¬
gested that it would be safer for us
to close up on the artillery, but I told
him we must not think of moving with¬
out orders, and besides It was evident
that the enemy's Are was rapidly abat¬
ing, and the atorm would soon bo over.
The words wore barely spoken when

there It curao again; our turn now. I
thought at first it waa my adjutant,
John Stuart, ns a handful4 of earth
mixed with blood and brains, struck
my shoulder, but they wore two poor
fellows belonging to Company D (one
of them, I remember, had a flaming red
head), and another, ac we all believed,
mortally* hurt; Sergeant-Major Davy
Johnson, of the Scvonth. author of tho
book I hav. quoted. Strange to say,
he was at the time lying between Col¬
onel Patton and myself. That waa
among the last shots fired, and aa the
terrific duel was drawing to a cloae.
General George E. Pickett came rid¬

ing briskly down the rear of the line,
calling to the men to get up and pre^
pare to advance, and "Remember Old
Virginia." Ah, dear old Third, It waa
a heart-rending sight which greeted mo
as I moved along your decimated ranks,
while quickly and without a word of
command, the men fell into their
pl.-ces.especially to see our , noble
colorbearer, Murden, as fln* a type of
true soldiership as ever stepped beneath
the folds of the spotless Stars and Bars,
now lying there stark and stiff, a
hideous hole shcor through his stal¬
wart body, and his right hand closed in
a death grip around" the staff of that
beautiful new flag which to-day for
the first and last time had braved the
battle and the breeze. , s

The devoted little column moved to
the assault with Garnett and Kemper
In (front and Armistead behind in close
supporting distance. Soon after clear¬
ing or passing through our batteries,
it was found nece&sary to change our
direction to the left. While conducting
the movement, which was made in,per¬
fect order under a galling flank flre
from the Round Top guns. General
Pickett -for the second tinve cautioned
me to be sure to keep the proper inter¬
val with General Garnett. Armistead
was expected to catch up and extend
the ltne on the left. Then we swept
onward again, straight for the Gol-
gOtha of Cemetery Ridge, half a mile
distant acroes the open plain.
Ab we neared the Emrnetttfrurg Road,

alonjs which behind piles of rails the
enemy's strong line of skirmishers waa
posted. General Kemper called to me
to give attention to matters on the
left, while he went to see what troops
those were coming up behind us.
Glancing after him. I caught glitrtpte
of a small body of men, compact and
solid as a wedge, moving swiftly' to
the left oblique,, as if aiming to un¬
cover Osirnett'B Brigade. They were
Arr.'istead's people, and as Kemper
cantered down their front on his met¬
tlesome sorrel, they greeted him with
a rousing cheer which I know made
his gallant heart leap for joy. At tho
same moment I saw a disorderly crowd
of men -"breaking for the 'rear, and
Pickett, with Stuart Symington, Ned
Baird and others vainlst. trying to stop
'the rout. And now the guns of Cush-
jlng and Abbott doubled-ehottod by Gen¬
eral Gibbon's express order, reinforced
the terrific fire of the Infantry behind
the stone fence, literally riddling the
orchard on the left of tho now famous
Cardore (?) House, through which my
regiment and some of the others
passed.

ON FIELD OF BATTLB
While clearing this obstruction,' and

as we were getting Into shape again,
saveral things wore Indelibly Impressed
'on my memory. First, the amusement
it seemed to afford Orderly Waddy
Forward, who might, if so pleased,
haVe stayed back with the horses, to
see me duck my head as a ball whisked
within an ace of my nose. Next, to
see Lewis, of Company C, looking as

lazy and lackadaisical, and, if possible,
rfiore tired and bored than usual, carry-
Ing his Sword point foremost over his
shoulder, and addressing his company
in that invariable plaintive tone, half
entreaty, half command: "Don't crowd,
boys; don't crowd." "Pretty hot, cap¬
tain," I said in passing. "It's 'redlcki-
lous,' Colonel, perefctly 'redickiloua,'"
which In his vocabulary meant as bad
as bad could be. Then Captain Tom
^lodges, directing my attention to a

splendid looking Federal offlcor, mag¬
nificently mounted, strained hl.i horse
at full speed along tho crest of a hill
a hundred yards in front, ana Dotn 01
us called to the sklrmlBhera, "Don't
shoot him! Don't shoot him!" And
lastly, the sight of the Impetuous
Komper, as rising in his stirrups and
polntlng-to the left with his sword, he
shouted: "There are the guns, boys.
Go-for them!"
.-.It was an Injudicious order, but they
obeyed It with a will, and mingling
with Oarnett's people, pushed rapidly
up the heights. Within a few steps
of the stone fence, while In the act
of'shaking hands with General Gar-
nett, and congratulating him on being
able to be with his men (he had been
seriously hurt a day or two before),
1 heard some one calling to me. and
turning my head, saw It wm Captain
Fry. He was mounted, and blood was
streaming from h^s horse's neck. Col¬
onel Terry had sent him to stop the
movement to left. The enemy in force
'Stannard's Vermonters) had peno-
trated to our rear. He told me that
Kemper had been struck down, it was
feared mortally, and Garnett and
Armlatead had both been killed.
Withvthe help of Colonel Carrlngton,

of the Eighteenth, and Major Bently,
of the Twenty-fourth, I hastily gath¬
ered together a small band and faced
them to meet the new danger*. After
that everything was a wild kaleido¬
scopic whirl. A man near me seemed
to be keeping tally of tho dead for
my especial benefit. First It was Col¬
onel Patton, and then Colonel Callcote,
then Colonel Phillips, and T know not
how many more. Colonel Williams was
'knocked out of his saddle by a ball
In his shoulder near the brick house,
and in falling was spitted by his
sword. His little bay mare kept on
with the men In charge. I can see her
now as she came limping and sadly
crippled down the hill. I saw her
again at Wllllamsport in oare of his
faithful man, Harry, Harry, who asked
me what I thought old master would
say when she was all belonging to
poor Mrs. Lewis he had to take home.

Seeing the' men as they fired, throw
down their guns and pick up others
from the ground, I followed suit, shoot¬
ing into the. flock of bluecoats that
were pO\irlng down from the right. I
noticed how close their flags were to¬
gether.*. Probably they wore tjie same
people whom Hood and McLaws had
