VIRGINIA LEAOVE NOT TO MEET

President Boatwiight, However, Will
Be on Hand and Discuss Matters
Concerning B«lease of Richmond
From the Circuit.

To-night is the time for those inter-
ested in Richmond's baseball future to
come forward and declare themselves,
The meeting of those interested In
placing this city on tlie baseball majf
will b«' called at the rootns'of the Busi¬
ness Men's t'lub at S:30 o'clock, and
those present will hear just what Dunn
and those connected with the local |
situation intend to do towards brliiB-
inn better baseball to this citv.

While it appears that the meeting of
tiie Virginia league, called for to-day
nt noon, will not take place, President
Boatwriglit will l>o in the city, and
the whole matter will be taken up with
him by Bradley, I>uiui and others; and
It will lie shown him that it is better,
to Hccept til? terms offered by St ore-
tary Bradley than to he ousted by the
National a.-'soeiation. with a .*<.' per cent
decrease in the amount as offered.
Richmond demands a better grade of

baseball than that given by the Vir-
ginla League.and what Richmond
wants she generally gets. The local
fans have had a surfeit of the Busl\
league article, and, as the chance is
now at hnnd to get the better grade,
will not be satisfied with or support
the class of sport dished up by the
Virginia circuit.

has received replies from Newport
News and Suffolk, both clubs replying
that they would rather attend a meet¬
ing held outside of this citv. A few-
extracts from a letter ;e:it to .Secre¬
tary Bradley by Boa'Wright will show
how the club owners view the m»lter
of holding the meeting in this city:

"In reference to the meeting, you
will note my letter to the clubs
to-day. i have heard nothing from
either Portsmouth or Petersburg.

Dunn M«t» Sporting Writer*.
Last night Dunn and Bradley met

the sporting writers, and the wholesituation was gone Into. Dunn stated
that he was In the city ready to placo
the Oriole team here, if the fans want¬
ed him, and the way was made clear
for him. The elimination of the Vir¬
ginia League club was the first import¬
ant move, and, when that was accom¬
plished, then the International would
move In. Secretary Bradley stated
that there was no question nbout the
stock being taken by the local business:
men. and that ho felt sure that wayvouid be opened for Dunn to go to the,
meeting next month and assuro the'
International League leaders that Rich¬
mond was on the map to stay.
When asked who would manager the

firioles should they be transferred,
I.Minn said that it was his intention to
come to this city and take active!
charge of everything, and it would be
hie object to gather such a squad to¬
gether that the name of Richmond
would be respected throughout the In¬
ternational League territory, and fans
of Rochester, Toronto and Ruffalo
would turn out in largo numbers to see
the athletes rcpreesntlng the local
club perforin.
According to Dunn and Bradley,

there Is no question hut that the In¬
ternational League would include Rich¬
mond In its circuit, and. while neither
would divulge the Inside secrets of the
late meeting in New York, the infer¬
ence to be taken from their remarks
was that "the word has been passed
and Richmond must get better ball."

Dunn the Only Committee.
Regarding the reported committee

that wns to settle the Richmond affair,
Dunn said that there was no such com¬
mittee appointed, as he was authorized
tc go ahead and place his team in this
city, and he only was to be consulted
In making arrangements. The commit¬
tees appointed were to look after Syra¬
cuse and Ruffalo interests, and from
reports have settled the matter to the
satisfaction of the league leaders.
TKe Rotarlans are scheduled to meet

at the Business Men's Club at fc o'clock
to-night, and, as this club represents
. very line of business in the city, quite
a representation will be on hand to
welcome Dunn before the regular "get
together" meeting starts.

They are
here, it is said, for the purpose of help-
ins swing the deal whereby Colonel
Jacob Ruppert and Captain "Til" Mas-
ton are to take over the belongings
of the New York American League club.
if they accomplished anything during!
the day, it was not disclosed. From
their silence, it Is to be taken that
the deal still "hangs lire."
The Philadelphia and New York jclubs were the only ones not repre- jsented at the gathering. Johnson, it

is believed, ba«l authority to act for
Farrell and Iievery, present owners of'
the New York outfit.
A meeting was held before noon In !

Johnson's olllces. Then the magnates
adjourned for luncheon. They met
again in the afternoon, but the placeof their meeting was kept a secret."
Later. Han Johnson announced that the
N« w Vork deal was still "cooking."

It is almost a certainty that the pro¬
posed New York deal brought the mag¬
nates here. Colonel Kuppert has told
Han Johnson under what conditions he
would take the Yankees. Those condi-
tions must be met before the million-
aire brewer will buy. He wants cer-
tain players and a manager. It was!

nates wore summoned. Matters could
be adjusted to suit the colonel during
the next few days.

JOHNSON ANOTHER INSTANCE

Washington Twlrler Is Fromised
)WJ7,500 for n Three-Year Term
"Outlaws" Not Overly Anxious to
Get Under Wing of.O. It.

NEW YORK. December 21..Ban
Johnson and his organized pals, who,arc bellowing about the .Feds commit¬
ting financial suicide by paying hugoi
salaries to sucb men as Walter John-
son, Joo Tinker ot al. might take a
squint at the harl-karl doings of them-
selves.
The Walter Johnson and Eddie Col-

llns cases furnish an excelleht instance
of why the Feds arc able to give the
organized folks the hoarse horse laugh.
Johnson and Collins ranked as amongthe most valuable men in organized'baseball. Both were leaders in their

respective positions. Both had about
the same money value if placed on the
marked.
Well, Charles Comlskey, "the brains'

of tho American League" and the'
owner of the White Sox, wanted Collins,
He got him.at a price. Press agents
of the American League say Comlskey)paid 500,000 for Collins. We doubt the.
figures. About $25,000 was more like!
It. But let us take the word of the
press agent for it. Collins cost Comlskey
$50,000 In cash at the outset.
After paying $50,000 for Collins, thel

White Sox owner bound himself to pay
to Collins for a term of five years an
annual salary, said to be $15,000. So
It will be seen that to get and keep
Collins, Comlskey had to part with
$50,000 and bind himself to pay an-
other $75,000.

In other words, It cost Comlskey
$125,000 to get Collins from one of
his colleagues. |And now as to Johnson:

If Collins was worth $50,000. so was
Johnson. The Washington club, to keep
Johnson, promised him $12,500 a year!
for three years, according to reports.

In It any wonder that the Feds aren't i
overly anxious at this time to get un¬
der the wing of organized baseball?'
What's the advantage Just now? At
present they can get $68,000 worth of
baseball value for $3C,000. If they
Joined hands with O. B., they couldn't
get bargain rates. They would have
to pay the regular price, as Comlskey
did.

In a year or so, when the bargain
counter offers no more Inducements,
the Keds may join organizer! baseball.
And they may not. Maybe at that time,
even if organized baseball waves a
supporting hand, the Feds may ignore
It and decldc to go on alone and un-
aided.
Sometimes, y're, Infants grow so

rapidly that they are able to get along
without any outside help, especially if
during their early days they are com¬
pelled to elilft for themselves, and
thereby are forced to develop at an
early age their own resourcefulness. t
