HALT IN NEGOTIATIONS
TO MAKE NflGO NEUTRAL

Hitch About of Agreement
to Avoid Firing Into American

Territory.
MEXICAN GKXEKATjB HAIjK

Washington OillcialH Still llopo Ad¬
justment Will Bo Reached With¬
out Necessity of Decisive Action
by American Artillery-
WASHINGTON. January 2..Dlfllcul-

ties have arisen In General Scott's no-
Kotlatlons with tho Mexican' Generals
Maytorena ami 11111, of tho Gutierrez
and Carranr.a factions, respectively, for
the designation of Naco, Sonora, as a
neutral town to avoid lirin« Into Amer¬
ican territory.

Acting Secretary of State Lansingconferred to-day with President Wilson
and Acting Secretary of War Hrecken-
rldge on the subject and later further
suggestions were sent to General Scott,
Enrique C. L«lorente, Gutierrez's Wash¬
ington representative, also talked at
length with Mr. Itreckcnrldge. Mr.
Llorente and high olllelals said they
were confident an adjustment would be
reached without the necessity of de¬cisive action by the batteries of artll-
lery recently posted across the line
from Naco.
Tho following statement was issued

by Secretary Tumulty, after a confer¬
ence with the President:
"There is a hitch about the signing of

the agreement between Maytorena and
Hill and this government is attempt-jIng to adjust the differences. The gov¬
ernment has not been Informed exactlywhat the differences are, but Is tryingto ascertain them."

L'ntil to-day it was generally sup-posed that both Hill and Maytorena
were ready to agree that the former
would abandon Naco and move his
forces to Aguas 1'rleta, whllo'"Sayto-
rena was to transfer his men to No-
gales.

A Vera Cruz dispatch, dated Decem¬ber 30, and received at the departmentto-day, said "severe fighting was In

progress southeast of Puebla."
Other advices were summarized Inthis statement:
"Tho department is just In receipt

of an undated dispatch from the west
coast of Mexico, via navy wireless,
stating that the Carranca forces had
been driven from Teplc City and Aca-
poneta after three days' fighting; that
the Invasion of Slnaloa was com¬
mencing; that Villa leaders were at¬
tempting to preserve order, and that
conditions were growing worse."

TOTAL OF* U. H. WOOL OlfTPUT.

Production in 1914 Reported to Hart
Ileen 2I»0,102,000 Pound*.

WASHINGTON, January 3..Wool
production of the United States in 1914
totaled 290,192,000 pounds, according
to estimates to>-day by tho bureau of
crop estimates of tho Department of
Agriculture. This is about *5,000,000
pounds less than that of 1313, as esti¬
mated by the National Association of
Wool Manufacturers.
Tho estimate of wool production Is

the first ever made by the Departmentof Agriculture. The estimated produc¬tion for 1914, as compared with 1913,is glvon by States for tho entire coun¬
try. IMontana ranked-'first in productionof raw wool in 1914, with an output of
30,177,000 pounds; Wyoming was sec¬
ond with 28,476,000 pounds, and New
Mexico third, with 19,077,000 pounds.
