
Forecasts tfe New\ear

And HowThe
OF all the prophecies concerning the pres¬

ent world war yet published the moat
remarkable is that of a monk named

Brother John or Johnannes, who lived about
the year 1600.

Ills forecast points to the events of the
present war with amazing closeness. "The
black eagle from the land of Luther," and
"the white eagle from the north, .who will fall
upon the black and the other eagle," seem to

refer unmistakably to the war of Germanyand Austria against Russia. Many other al¬
lusions are equally startling.
There is no doubt that this is a genuine

ancient document. It was published In Paris
shortly after the outbreak of the war by M.
f'eladan, a French literary man of high rep¬utation, who gave Its history since the six¬
teenth century. Some of its most startling
passages are given here.

THE real Antichrist will be one of the monarch.*

Ho will only have one arm, but his innumerable

armies, who will take for their device the words "Godwith us," will resemble the infernal legions.For a long time he will act by craft and strategy.His spies will overrun the earth, and ho will be masterof the secrets of the mighty.He will have learned men dn his pay who will main¬tain, and undertake to prove, his celestial mission.A war'will furnish him with the opportunity of throw¬ing off the mask. It will not be in the first instance a
war which he will wage against a French monarch.But it will be one of such a nature that after twoweeks all will realize its universal character.Not only all Christians and all Mussulmans, but evenother more distant peoples will be involved. ArmleBwill bo enrolled from the four quarters of the globe.For, by the third week* the angels will have openedthe minds of men, who will perceive that the man is
Antichrist, and that they will all become his slaves if
they do not overthrow this conqueror.

Antichrist will be recognized by various tokens; in
especial ho will massacre the priests, the monks, the
women, the children, ani the aged. He will show no
mercy, but will pass, torch in hand, like the barbarians,but Invoking Christ!
His words of imposture will resemble those of Chris¬

tians, but his actions will be those of Nero and of the
ttoman persecutors. He will have an eagle in his arms,and there will be an eagle also in the arms of his con¬
federate, another bad monarch.

In order to conquer Antichrist it will be necessary
to kill more men than Rome has ever contained. It
will need the energies of all the kingdoms, because the
cock, the leopard, and the white eagle will not be able
t/> make an end of the black eagl£ without the aid of
the prayers and vows of all the human race.
Never 'will humanity have been faced with such a

peril, because the triumph of Antichrist would be that
of the demon, who will have taken possession of his
personality.
The black eagle, who will come from the land of

lyuther. will make a surprise attack on the oock from
another side, and -will invade the land of the cock up
to one-half.
The white eagle who will come from the North will

fall upon the 'black and the other eagle, and com¬
pletely invade the land of Antichrist.
The black eagle will find itself forced to let go the

cock in order to fight the white eagle, whereupon the
cock will have to pursue the black eagle into the land
of Antichrist to aid the white eagle.
The battles fought up to that time will be as nothin-'

compared with those which will take place in the
Lutheran country; for the seven angels will simul¬
taneously pour out the Are of their censers upon tne
impious land. In other words, the Lamb ordains the
extermination of the race of Antichrist.
Men will be able to cross the rivers over the bodies

of the dead, which in places will change the courses ofthe streams. Only the bodies of the most noble, the
highest captains and the princes, will be buried; for tothe carnage of the battlefields -will be added the de¬
struction of myriads who will die from hunger and
pestilence.

Then will commence an era of peace and prosperityfor the universe, and there will be no longer any war.Each nation will be governed according to its own heartand live in accordance with justice.The Ijamb will reign and the happiness of humanitywill begin. '

,Happy will be those who, escaping t/he perils of tnismarvellous time, will be able to taste of its fruit. Thiswill be the reign of the Spirit and the sanctification ofhumanity, which could not come to pass until after thedefeat of Antichrist.

What the Principal European Prophets Foretell for 191K
MADAME OB THEBES, of Paris, the palmist who

claims to foretell the future by the hands of
thoso she examines, has -published her forecast

for 1015.
She foretells, among many other things, that the war

will be over between March and July, and that the
Hohenzollern family will cease to Teign in Germany. In¬
cidentally she denies indignantly that she foretold that
the Kaiser would die on September 29 la6t, but pointsout that in 1913 she foretold the assassination of
Archduke Franz Ferdinand, of Austria. Madame de
Thebes is the most noted of living prophets. She made
her great reputation when she foretold the great CharityBaxaar fire that was to throw Paris into mourning. Shehas a picturesque and attractive personality, and
fashionable visitors from all over the world flock to havetheir hands examined. Here are some of her principalprophecies for 1915:

"Before the sun runs its third course in 1915 bloodwill cease to flow The results of the war will betitanic. Through a difficult arrangement the result willbe very different from what France expects, though forthe others the equivalent will be realized.
"Suprise will succeed surprise. France will have tolisten to two sorts of men. She must know how tochoose. If she listens to her own generous traditionsthen only -will she become the pa-ciflc queen of the earth.If not.well, I must, not say more. She must watch,however, for at the moment of peace negotiations deg«tiny Is watching.
"In Paris there will be feverish emotion and delirium.There will be triumphal arches. What power can save

us from violent conflict as a result of misunderstandingif dry-hearted men fail to listen to the country's aspir¬ations and her rights acquired by those who spill theirblood in her defence.
"Who is that man whose sword will be broken? WhoIs that woiran whom vengeance pursues and who willdie miserably and not alone?
"Summer and Autumn will b© such an the history ofParis has never known. About this time a scourgemenaces us, but prudence probably will win, Faris^setting the example In the struggle"Paris will lead a crusade to extend the race. The leading astrologers and prophets of Ix>ndon, in¬cluding Raphael, Zadkiel and "Old .Moore," have alsopublished their forecasts for the year 1015.

"Railway interests arc likely to Buffer. The presence of Merouryin the sixth house, and afflicted, presignifios much sickness amongchildren, also many trials by court-martial and discontent among theworking classes.
