for peace. Such o hope s natural, but
It is difficult te piln muech felth thereto,
Lbecause whiteve miuy be the develop-
ments in public feellng in Germany, It
is felt that the Irussian milltary apirit
must of neeessity be aggressive to the
last. Indeed, thers Is even a sensa In
which the very discontent on the part
of the German people might 1make the
milltary party all the more desperiate
In thelr efforts te secure vietory, with-
out  which their ultimate Jownfall
would almost necessarily foliow.
Hopen Seem Vremnture,

On the whole, therofore, and unlean
cconomle conditions in Germany are
much worse than is generally bellevod
here, 1t would scem to be distinetly pre-
muture and probably unwise Lo Indulge
hopes at this funeture of an eirly peacs
conference, Moreover, it Is to he feared
that tha difMiculties of the sltuation
must be seriously Increasad by the
almost completn lneck of humanitarian-

Ism diaplayed by the Germans through-|

out the war. Writing as un English-
man, It 1§, of course, Impossihle tn
speak with an unbilnsed mind; hut 1

vannot help thinking that that sense nf
Justice combined, It 1 MKy 80 cxXpross
it, with & healthy pense of humnnr which
I8 a churncteriatie of the Engzlish aned
tha American temperament, has been
thoroughly preserved throughout thn
contlict, #o that we gseem to have been
abile 1o take n more detached view of
the sltuation than has been the casa
with Germany,

I2ven at this moment, when It s evi-
dent that Germany Is consumed with
hatred for this conuntry, no such gen-
cral sentlment prevalls here,
man soldier who dles for his country
Ig respocted every whit as much ns our
own fellows, und although there must
be few English homes now over which
there docs not rest the shuadow of
clther actual or anticipated muourning,
there is not the slightest desire for
vengeance, in the ordinary songe of the
word, agiinst the Germnn people.

Anlmating Spirlt of the Fnglish,

What, however, does anlmale
feellngs of every nglshman (& a
passlonate deslre that the principles of
Justies shall be frmly establlshed, nnid
that the countries—HBeigium and part

| uf France—which have been rulned to

satlsty the demands of Yrusstan mill-
tariam, shall recelve complete restitu-
tion; and, moreover, thut the restitu-
tlon shall be nchieved along such lines
ag to afford the maximum guarantoe
againat i repetition of such un nutrage
on elvilizatlon us that which has been
committed during the laat elght months,

And It Is just here that we find the
sreatest aurprise in not noting keener
interest and anxlety on the part of the
neutrnl nations, Surely, on the basis
of a long view, It must he more im-
portant for the people of the United
States—eoven on the lowest grounds—
that civilizatlon should develop on
sound and democratic Unes than that this
or that particular commerelal Interest
shuuld be Lhampered for a brief perivd,
Muny are asking at the preosent time
what is the use of international laws

made during times of peace, I, when '

the war comes, the neutral countries
are lo take so perfunctory an interest

in such rvonverns ns that which has
Leen observid during the last few
months, How completely we regarded,

and how utterly Germany disreenrded,

1 do not
know, of ¢ovrce, bow (L will be in the
United Stutes, but, #o far ns Kurope
f4 concerned, I ean concelve no greater
or more enduring Injury which Ger-
many has inflicted upon ftg future posl-
tion as a clvillzed natlon than the one
which must result from the exhibition
which has been given of natlonal char-
neter. Nothing will retrleve that dur-
ing the Iifettme of the present genera-
tlon, unless It were Lo be necomplished
hy some great uprising on the part

'|_Work in the Trenches |

I A London Times correspondent writes
{ from the front In France:

There never has been a war in which
officers and men engaged have done so
fmuch tralning under the enemy's fire as
| In the present struggle, and intrench-
[ing has bulked very largely in the fleld
currlculum. Expert as are our men In
| bullding trenches, nature Is almost as
kood nt unbullding them. Trench war-
fare is waged almost ns much inslde the
narrow cut with boarding, hurdles, wire
netting, the plck iand shovel and pump
as it is outside with the hullet, the
,uhell and the bomh.
| The narrower n trench is the better
prolection does it afford agalnst tho
y bursting shell; but narrowness does not
tend toward comfort. In the good trench
the traverses occur with almost us much
frequency as the teeth upon a bleyele

!ehaln,  Every additional corner In a
| trench provides additlonal protection
fngninst  shrapnel, another bulwark

ghould n storming party of tho enemy
' get through the wire into the trench
and attempt to drive out the occupants
| with bomh or bayvonet.

But every additional corner means a
foot-trap, for the water of the trench is
hridged by long skeleton bhoxes with
nn upper and a lower plank and ends,
but no sldes. Upon these o man cannot
sink very far Into the mud.

The trench, like the wood, has its do-
mestle side. There Is cooking to he
| done over the hraziers, beds to be made
of straw In the trenches which have
dugouts. The disintegrating wet wears
down and wldens the deep furrow until
it becomes dangerously open to shrapnel
fire; It has to he dug agnin, the earth
has to bhe packed in behind hurdles or
sandbnge, or, If the case is very bad, a
new trench line has to be dug. Ilank-
Ing by no menns lasts forever., Tho
trenchea swallow timbor with the vo-
racity of a sapeculative gold mine.
(Pumplng hns to be done day and nlght
In order to keep the stagnant water
down to a possible level; the dralnage
| RyARtem, such as 1t ls, has to be at-

tended to (reglmental oMceers are bo-

coming expert dralnage englneers),
sfckness has to be looked aftor, stores
| have to be taken in when the supply
| column squelehes through the mud In
!the dark; barbed wire has to be re-
newed, patrols have to be sent oul, scn-
trles posted, There are a hundred and
one things to do before the rann whep
stands motionless and silent on the
step of the trenches can fight with ef-
ficlency and effect.
