"Our route lay behind the trenches,

and consequently all the Cerntan bul-
lets that had misled their mark were

always to be met with at this partlcu-
lar spot On the outward journey w«|
were lucky and passed without en-

countering any spare bullets, but all
along the road we were bring sniped 1
at, and every now and then wo had to
duck our heads

"Well, the store was reached and the
men were given their loads. Mine was
three pieces of bacon. 1 wns lucky
enough to find a sack, so 1 put tho
bacon in It. and then we started off
on our journey to the trenches.
"We had not gone mnnv yards before

a terrible rifle tire commenced in the
vicinity of our line, and we realized
what a difllcult task it was to walk
abo.u behind the lines v> Ithout getting
'lit The wood was reached (this was
where the danger lay) and we decided |
to halt for a blow.
"Ping! pine' pine' was the music!which continually sounded in our ears,* till at last some said 'Thjs is getting a

"So we started off again, groping our

way through the wood. By this time
the bullets were whistling past like
i'.til. and then suddenly a star-ishcll was
sent tip, and. of course, we had to drop
as flat as possible upon the ground in
order to avoid being seen by the enemy
snipers. When th.- light had vanished
w< .ill jumped up and ran as fast as
possible, until I came to a sudden halt,
having fallen over a tree stump in my
effort to dodge tin- bullets.

"iiver l went two or three times after
this, and always into a ditch or some
patch of creasy sand. However, throuch
it all I managed still to clinc to a
squadron's bacon, althouph once or
twice it had a very narrow escape of,
being lost.

"After about ten minutes of this sort
of excitement we reached the communi-
cation trench, and here we halted for a
rest. Someone called out. 'Hello, Jack,
where have you been?' and, looking
round I saw a chap in a grand pickle,
simply covered with mud lie had fallen
into a ditch with his load of biscuits.
This caused a cood deal of amusement
among the party till off we started
again to reach our own trench.
