III THE UNITED STATES

Weather Bureau Reports All Heat
Records for April Broken

Twice This Month.

THERMOMETER CLIMBS TO 00

Summer Ousts Spring From Her Fa¬
vorite Month and Makes Mockery
of Sweet, Showery Days, Usually
Credited |0 April Alone.

Richmond ngaln broko all her April
records yesterday, and was again, the
second time this month, the hottest city
in the United States. The mercury,
when It finally stopped its ascent, hung
but 4 degrees below tho century mark,
and the squirrel that climbed the kiosk
lti the Capitol Square to look at tho
thermometer, fainted on tho spot. Such
heat as was experienced yesterday In
lilchmond usually comes In July, but
summer has ousted spring from her
favorite month and made a mockery
of the sweet, showery days that are
usually credited to April alone.
The second day of record-breaking

sufflcod to bring out all who have been
laggard In hauling forth their summer
..»iiits. and many was the man who
decked himself in light attire and went
forth to be envied of h'.s less lucky
fellow. Straw hats sprang Into vogue
with that dispatch that Is noticeable
among the fairer sex on Easter Day,
and with far more reason. It Is true
of man that ho changes with the chang¬
ing seasons, while the so-called gentler
sex. Including those of militant mind,
change as fashion dictates.

CITIES OF UNITED STATES
But more of the weather. Richmond

led all cities In the United States in
thermomr trical rccord, a distinction
least to be desired. The mercury hero
during the afternoon rose to a«5 degrees,
and Washington was second best with
95 degrees. Hartford, Conn.; Albany,
N". V.; New York City, where no record
lasts more than a season, were next
with 90 degrees; Wythevllle, Va., with
SS, and Ashevtlle, N. C.. with S6 de¬
grees.
Calgary, north of the border line, and

Duluth were tho coolest cities In Amer¬
ica, with the mercury ranging no
higher than C2 degrees. This is one
degree higher than the normal tem¬
perature for the day In Richmond,
which gives some Idea how really hot
It was in this usually favored c'ty.
Rut as the evil times have come,

weather only considered, so will they
quickly pass, if the United States
Weather Bureau speak the truth. For
the bureau says that to-day It will be
cloudy and cooler, and that, perchance,
there will be showers to lay the dust
and to quench the thirst of the parched
trees and the drying grass. And If
again the bureau speak the gospel. It
will mean that man will have some
surcease from this sudden suffering,
and that, his beasts of burden will find
t'nrlr loads less hard to bear.
