INTERPRETS THE WAR
BETWEEN THE STATES

Rev. George W. McDaniel, D. D., in
Sermon, Says Negro Was Not
Cause of War.

WAS MERELY AN INCIDENT

Statesmen of North Were Not Seek.
ing to Abolish Slavery, but to Pre-
serve Unlon—South Held Union
Was One of Consent,

“An Interpretation of ths War Be-
tween the States” was tha thems of
the sermon of Rev. George W. 3Me-
Danlel, D. D, pastor of the Firat Bap-

tist Church, vesterday. The text was
Paalm xxvi. 10: “Surely the wrath of
man shall pratss thee,” the preacher

taking the ground that the divine pur-
pose and will are in sqme way carried
out In the great wars of the world.

He said that every one of the nations
at war In Europe to-day thinks it Is
right In Its reasons for going to war.
Ask a Servian, a Russlan, an English-
man or a representative of any of the

nther nations, and he will put the
blame for the war on somn other na-
tion than his own.

“If It {5 mo hard to get men to AgTen
on the real reasons hehind the Eurn-
pean conflict,” s=aid Dr. MeDanlel, “it
ls easier to understand why men could
honestly differ about the causes of
the war between the States. » Looking
hack from a dlstance of fAfty vears,
the underlyving caouses of the WAr seem
plainer than they did fifty vears ago,
And fAfty vears from now the causes
of the European war will llkewlse
stand out in clearer outlins.'

The war between the States was

{distinetly nat a war of conquest, sald

Dr. MeDanlel. XNeither the South nor
the North was fizhtlng to get more
territory, nor was the South fight hg
to carry slavery into more States, for
the Dred Scott declsion holding that
a slave was mere property settled
that. And It was not a raeial war,
a5 is the war in Europe to-da¥, when
races hate each other with a hitter
hatred, and when Pan-Slavism and
Pan-Germanlam threaten to pravalil in
Europe according to the nationality
of the observer.

WAR IN WHICH BROTHER WAS
ARMAYED AGAINST BROTHER
It'was a war of fratricidal strife, a
war in which brother was arrayed
against brother. And It was a war of
princlple. The negro was not the
cause, but only an incident, Elghty
per cent of the Confederate soldiers
owned no slaves and they were not
fiwhting in order that the right to own
slaves might be maintalined, The
statesmen of the North did not con-
celve of the war as being wawxed on
the part of ths North with the pur-
pose of freeing the slaves. Willlam
Lloyd Garrison and a few fire-eaters
llke him kindled the fAres of abolltion.
But statesmen like Ahraham Lincoln
held that the war was belng waged
to preserve the Union. The South held
that the Union was one of consent
and not of force, that the States weare
the ereators and nat the creatures; the
North that the Union formed by tha
States was Intended to be perpetual,
that sovereignty is a unit and cannot

be divided, that the right of the pres-
ervatlon of the Unlon was inherent,
even though the Constitution did not

specify it In so many words, that the
Unlaon and liberty as Lincoln sald are
inseparable,

"The effcct of the war,” sald Dr. Me-
Danlel, “was to solldify the South.
From the Potomac to the tawny waters
of the Rio Grande the South is one in
memory, one in sentiment and one In
asplration.

“Anather effect of the war was the
welding of the Union. The old world
watched the experiment of the new
republic with skepticism, and pre-
dicted that It would fall. But it stood
the strain. The Union is one and in-

dlascluble.
“The war enriched the South with
herolc deeds and illustrious names.

These are the heritage of our children,
and they ought to sweeten the Litter-
ness of the defeat of the Confedrate
soldiers. The greatest work on a mili-
tary subject was written by an Eng-
lishman, Colonel Henderson, and it was
about Stonewall Jackson. When Lord
Wolseley of England came to this coun-
try and saw and talked with Robert E.
lee he went back to England and de-
clared that Lee was the grandest speci-

men of the Anglo-Saxon race. Thess
are our jewels, match them If you
can.'

HOUSTON PAPER GIVES HIGH
PRAISE TO RICHMOND

In the course of his sermon Dr. Me-
Daniel read portions of an editorial
from the Houston Chronicle, in part as
follows:

“Hlstorle Richmond! Herolc Rich-
mond! She Is covered with lory as
with a garment and filled with holy
memories even as her alr is filled with
perfume of rose and apple hloom when
touched by the tender kisses of spring-
time,
