Fop First Time, Wheat Yield Will

history th* wheat crop tops a billion
I ushels. The high price of last year's
crop that developed with the early
weeks of the war, with the certainty
that wheat would be needed in large
quantities, for export, caused the acre¬
age of the fall-sown wheat to be large-
lv increased the country over. Also,
further additional land was seeded in
the Northwestern Stales this spring for
the late wheat harvests, and yet this
acreage, on account of the lateness of
the spring in that region and the un¬
favorable weather for field work dur¬
ing most of the seeding period, was
less than had been contemplated.
