1 hey are kept, so far as possible, in the open
air. .Many negroes go to the penitentiary
with the hand of death on them and emerge
comparatively well men.

I*or the honest negro, there stands open 110
such door ot hope, unless his circumstances
ale greatly above the average of the mem¬
bers oi his race. 11e does not know how to
. .are ior himsell, and his family and friends
are equally ignorant, lie lives, probably, in
a squalid tenement, and avoids the air as
lie would a pestilence. Ignorance and
poverty combine to forbid him the diet his
condition demands and that is a fixed pre¬requisite to all real chance of recovery.

Hut lie does not live to himself, nor die. I
His disregard of every precaution is emulated
by the dozen or twenty other inhabitants of
his dwelling place men, women and chil¬
dren In the early stages of his disease he
is employed probably as a servant in some
white family, or else delivers the meat or
groceries lor that family, or washes its win¬
dows. or lays its carpets. He rides on the
same street cars as his employers and their
Iriends, and the seal lie occupies on one trip i
is occupied by ;i white man or woman on
the next trip lie rubs elbows with the white
race >. very day of his life.

So. of course, do the other dwellers in the
place he calls his home. I The men are
butlers and chauttcurs; the women cooks.
maids laundresses and.worst of nil - j
nurses. Is there any cause for wonder, real-
ly. that the seeds of disease and death should
tie scattered on every hand'.'

1 .iere should be in Virginia a sanatorium jlor the treatment of n gro consumptives. It
should be open 1101 only to those who are
absolute paupers and can pay nothing, hut
to those as well who are able to pay all or
part of the expense of ilieir subsistence and
treatment. This is a duly Virginia should
not neglect, and that Richmond and other
important cities should not permit the State
to neglect. it is a duty owed not to the
black race alone, but to the white race. It
is a measure of self-preservation. It is en- i
lightened sell-interest, as well as benevolence.
It is absolutely essential to any wise and com¬
prehensive plan for checking the ravages of
the plague.

A Strong Man for France

RESIGNATION ol the French Cabinet had
xpected tor several days. Popu¬lar dissatislaction with the progress of affairs

in 1 he Hall;alis had an early manifestation in
the r» signal ion of Foreign Minister Delcasse
and the assumption of the duties of that
portfolio by Premier Viviani. The change
did not produce what the influential elements
ot the republic had come to regard as the
neces-aiy vigor, and the resignation of the
whole Cabinet now follows.

Aristide Briand, to whom President Poin-
care iias conhded the selection of a new min¬
is! iy. is one of the strongest men in French
public life. 11«. lias himsell been Prime Min¬
ister To him. as much as to any other one
indi\ idttal. is due the preparedness of France
to - -eel the German invasion, for largely to
his inlinenee the increased term of service
with'the colors, from two to three years, is to
be ascribed.

Briand. after protracted efforts to nego¬
tiate an entente with Ccrmany. all of which
proved entirely unsuccessful, came to the
conclusion that 1 lie Kaiser's purpose was war,
and that lie only awaited the favorable oppor¬
tunity Mien it was that Briand threw him¬
self heart and soul into the longer service
campaign a movement so unpopular with
large clement* of the people that many of
i:s sponsors were defeated for oilice. How-
e\ei. he and hi.- associates had their way.the three-year term immediately increased flu-
size end . flicieney of the army, and when
Oerniany struck. France was enabled to with¬
stand tli" blow. and. rallying at the Marne, to
hurl back the invader.
