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Happenings All Over the Earth vAs Predicted by the Leading Seers.
Not One of Whom Foresaw the War

HE almanacs compiled by the leading
lng prophets, astrologers and seers

those of Professor Zadkiel, Professor
Raphael, and "Old Moore." of London.
