Knglish Pnjier Iv\presses Hope Tlmt

IjO.VDON, January sr..The Japanese
government lias delivered to the
OhliioKP minister In Tokyo, for trans¬
mission to Ills government, a note em¬

bodying seven demands which were in¬
cluded In the Japanese program of last
spring. the MaiK'liCKtvr Ouarfllan learns
from Far Kastern sources.
The Guardian expresses the hope

that thin news will l»e "authoritatively
ront radlcted." as the demands when
previously presented were full of dan-
qer to China's Independence, and their
peneral effort would have been to place
China under the tutelage of Japanese.
"It Is the aim and hope of nritish
policy," the newspaper roolinues. "to
see China strong at>'l independent. 'I'. -

veloplng peacefully without interfer¬
ence from any foreign power.

"It Is a fluty we owe both to our¬

selves and to China." says the Guardian
finally, "to help her in that direction,
and we have enormous material int<*i-
ests, too. which re- enforce what is for
us the only right and just policy."

Japan's
right to construct certain railroads in
China; sixth, concessions to Japan in
the Province of Fuklen. and. seventh,
the right of Japanese subjects to

propagate Buddhism in China.
The l.'nited States government ad¬

dressed a note to Japan with regard to
the demands made upon China, query¬
ing in particular with respect to three
points: the selection of foreign ad¬
visors by China, the purchase of war

munitions, and the question of foreign
loans. The Japanese government re¬

plied to the note on March 22.
(in May 2"> two treaties between

Japan and China, together with thir¬
teen notes, were signed In the Chinese
Foreign Office, covering. It was an¬

nounced, the practical conclusions
reached on the Japanese demands, of
which, however, five urtlcles left for
ulterior argument. It waH understood
at the time that the articles for con¬

sideration were those of group five.
The articles in this group were orig¬
inally seven In number, but tt was later
stated that article three had been elim¬
inated, and that article six had been
displaced by pledges that China would
undertake no military or naval prepa¬
rations, nor authorize foreigners to
undertake such preparations on the
Fukien const In the future. It Is pos-
alble that the seven demands alluded
to in the Manchester Guardian's article
were the original seven of group five.

The driver turned
the machine into a telephone post In
a vain effort to miss the girl. Her
skull was crushed Just hack of the left
ear.
The machine which struck Miss

Wlshor was driven by Joe Upchurch,
soliciting agent for the R. G. T.asslter
Concreting Company. With him was
Lennox Johnson, son of Mayor James
T. Johnson.
The remains will be taken to Greens¬

boro on Friday for Interment, her
father beln* hurled thera.

[the war and perhaps to complete the
huildinc of larpe ships with powerful

j armnment.
"We have no evidence that seven-

j teen-inch puns exist, but, given the
j time and labor, there would be no dif-

j flculty in making them. The most di-
j verse conjectures may be made liy in-

j geniotis persons, but T am by no means
sure that the sevenleen-lnch-gun story
is the most plausible of those conjec¬
tures.

"As regards the preparedness of the
British navy, it may be said that every
dock-yard, public or private, at home

| or in the Mediterranean, is being used
either for new construction or for re¬

pairing requirements of ourselves and
our allies. This being p(i. It is impossi¬
ble to add to the magnitude of our

preparations."
