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methods within the department, based in part
on the enforcement of existing law, will make
the city cleaner and hence healthier, more
comtortable and more beautiful,  If the Ad-
ministrative Board and the department mani-
fested o real desire to do their part, it might
be found that eitizens would be willing to do
theirs,

New York's Board of Health is going 1o
run witer wagons on the main streets and
otter sumples of Croton fluid te all, for noth-
ing.  The streak in human nature 1o got
somcthing tor nothing is as big in New York
as it is elsewhere, and the Board of lHealth's
plan may tempt old topers amd tipplers to
tuke o chance just once,

What the Guard Might Do
RITICISMS of the eflicieney of the Na
tional Guard, based on performances in

past wars, are neither sensible nor fair, hoe-
canse the National Guard, in any propor sense,
hias not talien part in such wars. Neithoer is
it to-day what it is quite capable of being
mwade and what many astute and able com-
mentators think it will be made, if Congress
does jts duty,

In thie Spanish-Ameriean War the National
Guard was not tested. At that time there
Wis not even an attempt at federalization., sl
otly the scanticst eflorts at supervision and
inspeetion by the national government.  The
organized milithh was o strietly a State affair,
The men who composed it understool they
owed no oblizgation 1o the nation that was not
shared by every ather citizon,

What  was the consequence? When the
cill tor volunteers was issuoed, many National
Guard oreanizations offered their services in
A body, but the men who composed these
Zations wore in no semwse g ounit. The
dversme strengih of a company in those davs
wias probubly between ity amd  sixty. and
from o thivd 1o a half answered the eall.  To
il ont the company it was necessary to obtain
new recrulis to o total of 106 men, Rarely
more thin Poperoeent dand frequently Jess
than 20 per cent ol the enlisted strength had
received any miilitary training whatever.  To
spealc of such commands as the Nutional
Guard arly is nhsuyd

It is perfectly  possible for Congress (o
ciaet faws that will hand out Federal pay to
the State troops and  deave the situntion
otherwise exaetly where it was eighteen VOurs
ano, bt that situation can be reformed.

charge their duties competontiy. Companivs
and other commands should be consolidated,
il neeossary, until they contain an AREregate
ol threc-fourths or four-titths of the war
strongth They should be kept on that foot-
e, on pain of forfeiture of their share of the
Foederal anpropriations.  There must he a
contract with each oflicer and man, obhligating
him to enlist ju this serviee of 1he nation in
time of war

With such an orzanization, when the Prosi-
dent ealled amd the nor, as every Gov-
erner wonld, seconded the eall, there wonld
be o practically automatic responso from the
wlhole command. 17, in the meantinie, train-
ing had been conducted on o proper pliane,
there would he s reasonahly ofliciont body of
troops. They wonld not he linished soldiers,
as oamatier of conrse, hut they would have
the gronndwork amd rudiments of the soldier's
trade,

The worst that can be said of this method
of utilizing the National Guard is that it
wonld be an experiment —and that is the best
that conld have bheen said of the now defunet
continental army. It was highly donbtful if
yYoung men in suflicient numbers eould have
been induced 1o give two months BVOry year
for three years to the serviee of the BONOT -
ment. Bome of the alleged sponsors of he
phan said frankly they did not oxpeet it 1o
work, and wanted it iried because they he-
lieved fuilure would be followed b universal

and enforeed military serviee,  That, by the |

wuy, is one reason why the continental army
i# so0 thoroughly dead.
