Sc» far as is now recalled, the tScucrul As-
senibly of Virginia offers the lir.-t instance

of elected and supposedly responsible repre¬
sentatives of the people glorying in their dom¬
ination by and subserviency to an outside
political organization. Members of the
steering committee of the Senate do not take
tin* trouble to deny that they named at bast
one other committee in accordance with the
wishes anil virtually at the dictation of the
Anti-Saloon League. I

This is something unusual, not only in Vir¬
ginia. but in Jiny part of this country. Such
domination and subserviency are not rare, un¬
happily. but those who yielded heretofore
have had the grace to be ashamed of their
yielding.
