PRESIDENT WILSON permits it to he un¬
derstood, with the utmost definiteness.thpt there will be no bartering with Germany

on the submarine issue. The demands made
in the President's last note must be compliedwith fully and beyond the possibility of doubt
or equivocation.
The demands made in that note are easyto; understand. In substance, they are that

if submarines are used by Germany as com¬
merce destroyers, they must claim no exemp¬tion from the rules of international law that
govern naval warfare. Submarines mustcoocfuct themselves like other cruisers.
There must be do firing from the nmbush of

. the waves on peaceful merchant ships.

There must be no destruction without warn¬
ing. Passengers and crews are not to lie left
at the morey of the sea.
These demands make an issue sufficiently

plain. The German note, on its way to
Washington as this is written, will reveal
how the issuo is met. 1'nless that note com¬
plies wrih the views ot' America and of
humanity, a rupture of diplomatic relations
no longer can l>e avoided.

formerly Kent professor of law at t'o-
iJitnt>la University and still president I
of thi* American Peace Society, Warden1
Osborne has inaugurated many reforms,
which ha\ e materially affected lir.» "up I
the river." Hut Sing Sing Is still far'
from being a penal Utopia. A look in¬
side this biggest prison of the Umpire
State will give th<- average citizen a

basis on which to judge whether or

n<» such an institution has a place in'
modern civilization.
The visitor. In the first place, is1

likely to 'ue disappointed when lie finds
that this famous institution really oc¬

cupies only altnut two blocks on th«»
bank of the Hudson at the odgf of a

straggling \illage. There stands <> :t
in the foreground the 11 house, which
strongly resembles the medieval prison
of his fancy--grim, gray walls with
slits '>f barred windows.
A little later he sees th«» interior'

of this building and finds that tip re

is an inner building containing the cells!
some twelve feet hack of the outer'
wall. It. too, is of bar" gray stone,

broken only by the Iron-barred cell

doors. It Is only necessary to examine
one of these cells for each of the 1,T>00
of them is exactly like all the others.
The stone of these walls is bare.

So cold is it that, two days out of

three, it congeals the moisture fr<>m
the atmosphere and water may be

wrung from a towel passed over its

surface. The door looking out upon
the inclosing wall Is the only open¬
ing to the cell. At certain seasons the [
sun may, for a moment, throw a beam
through a gfa ted slit that may tou« h
a cell door.
The actual dimensions of a cell are

three feet by six. In 500 of them two i
men are Imprisoned. The bunks let
down from the wall, and when they
are folded back these two men have
a space six feet by two for their com-

blned activities. Here they spend all
their time c-xcept when working in
the shops or at meals.
Marching out to meals Is a great

break in the monotony. To be sure,

the "eats" are not very sumptuous, as

the State of New York provides three
meals each day for its prisoners at a

cost of 13 cents per man, despite the
high cost of living. The men, how-
ever, seem not to be emaciated, which
may go to prove the contention that
the average man eats too much. An
idea of the poorness of this prison
fare may lie gained from the statement
that, under the present reform con¬

ditions, a man gets "milk" but once
a week for his oatmeal, and then It
is one part lacteal fluid and four parts
water.
But Sing Sing life Is much Improved

over what It used to be. There was

the old system, for Instance, of lock¬
ing all the prisoners in their cells on

Saturday night and not letting them
out until Monday morning. Under these
conditions it nearly always happened
that some prisoner, driven to frenzy
by the solitude, would, when his door
was opened on Monday, fall upon the
guard or the first fellow-prisoner who
came his way and attempt to do mur¬
der. But now the men are let out
on Sunday afternoon, and may play
games In the sunshine of the prison
yard.
But the greatest of the reforms of

Osborne Is that which has grown out
of the Mutual Welfare League. It is
this league that has converted Sing
Sing into a self-governing community
and its Inmates into citizens of that
community who may gaiii good or

bad reputations, may harbor ambitions,
make careers for themselves.
The Mutual Welfare League governs

Sing Sing in so far as the conduct of
its inmates is concerned. It sets up
Us own courts, presided over by of¬
ficers It. elects, polices the j>rison.
makes arrests, prefers charges for mis¬
conduct. tries miscreants and pre¬
scribes their punishment. This one In¬
novation, it is claimed, makes all the
difference between self-governing, self-
respecting men and morose and re¬
sentful prisoners.
"How are things inside?" a young

prisoner was asked the other day
"Fine," was his answer. "All the boys
are behaving themselves. There 1h no
more trouble."
"What is the cause of this change?"

he WH8\ asked. "We promised Tom
Brown we would he good." he said
"Tom Brown," it should he remem¬

bered, was the name under which Os¬
borne served a voluntarv term in
prison that he might study'prison life
In Sing Sing the men call him "Tom
Brown' as a term of affection. There
are Tom Brown- clubs. The inmates
aie making a remarkable record of
few Infractions of rules that such a
record may help Osborne In his fight
against the charges he Is facing. There
Is one old-time prisoner now in Sing
Sing, who has escaped from a score of
such institutions, and who boast that
no prison can hold him. He told War¬
den Kirchwey that ho would stay in

Sinn Sing an long as It Is run on th*
Osborne plan, hut if that plan ts upsethe will break out.

Since Sing Sing: became self-govern¬
ing. 11n politics arc interesting. Th«
Italians are regarded an pretty goodpoliticians and 60 per cent of the In-
mates of Sing Sing are Italians. At
tlrst the Italians ran the Mutual Wei-
fare League. But bv t lie end of the
lii^t year the Irish influence began tu
assett itself. Only 10 per cent of the
Inmates are Irish, but soon they had
built an organization. True to their
colors, they called it Tammany, and
now they have all the offices and the
spotlight.

< unfa Mny lie Appenled.
Certain case* from the Welfare

League <"ourt may
_
be appealed to the

Warden's Court. There was an echo of
politics in the rase of Kosetti. who
appeared on appeal. He was formerly
an olflcer of the Welfare l^eague, and
one ..f the prominent politicians of th*
Institution an interesting and plc-turosque young Italian. Hut he had
sent a vile in.sull to a member of ttie
successful Tammany opposition, andhad been haled Into court because of
it. When he appeared before the war¬
den be wat* asked what action he would
have taken, as an oilleer of the court,
if such a case had come before him,if he did ti»>t think that, in the in¬
terest of discipline, he should take his
ttl'Ml ndiie, if let ting liltn iff would l!<it
injure 11» .. thing they were all try¬ing to build up. In the end he asked
that he be punished and went awayfor two weeks in his cell on bread and
water.

At a sittinfr of this court an offender
was tried for attempting to smuggle
letters past the tensor Another was
charged with having made an "electric
stove" and having had it in his cell
iri violation of rules. Another had
been out of his cell without permis¬
sion. They were mostly small offenses,
but Intensely interesting to all con¬
cerned, because this court was theirs,
something with which to busy them¬
selves, something about which to think.

Before self-government, better exer¬
cise regulations and other of the Os¬
borne reforms were inaugurated, there
had been an average of ftfty-flve men
who each year went insane and had
to be transferred to Matteawan. Th<-
first year under the new regime there
were but nineteen men who went crazy
C'nder the self-government system
there are hut one-eighth the number
of infractions of rules that took place
under the old plan.
The great need of the institution is

more opportunity for work on the part
of the prisoners. There are print
shops, shoe shops, garment-working
shops and several others. In these
shops there is more or less opportunity
for the men to learn trades. There are
trade schools along all these lines. But
the output of the shops is limited to
material that may be used by thi?
and other State institutions, as the
law allows no prison-made article to
be sold. This limited output offers lit¬
tle for 1,700 able-bodied men to do in
the way of work, and consequently lit¬
tle opportunity thoroughly to master
trades. The Osborne management asks
that a means be devised to keep the
,men busy in the shops, so that human
effort may not be wasted and they
may be benefitted by a better work-
ing experience.
Mike Kelly was a hank burglar with

n lone record up New England way.who some years ago got caught In New
York and "put away." Kelly was but-
ler for acting Warden Kircliwey. Like-
wise he In an encyclopedia of infor¬mation on prison life and statistics
for that official. There is not a more
solemn and correct butler In the world,
but when Mr. Kircliwey lyis friends
to dine he uses Kelly in furnishing de-j tailed information about prison life.
The old cellhouse at Sing Sing was

'built in 1R28, and has not been changed
nor adder! to since that time. It isj obviously inadequate and out of tune
with the twentieth century, but New
York seems (satisfied with It. Until
the last two years the institution hasbeen run on the theory that the com¬
munity was avenging itself upon of¬
fenders against the law. Osborne and
Kirchwey are theorists who hold
another idea and believe that civiliza¬tion is centuries ahead of this view,
and that the present generation, andhumane, progressive America, shou'd
solve the age-long problem of the of¬
fender against the law on a different
basis from that of taking vengeance.
