M0NUMENT f0"V0N SPEE
Unveiled by Prince Henry of I'mamin

In Presence of High Army
and Navy Ofllcera.

B13RLIN, June 4..In the presence of

many of tho highest officers of tho
German army and navy Prince Henry
of Prussia unveiled tho monument
which has been erected In Kiel to the
memory of Admiral Count von Spce,
commander of tho Germnn squadron de¬
stroyed by tho British fleet near tho
Falkland Islands. Tho Kalsor sent the
following telegram to tho widow of
the admiral, who waa killed In the
battle with two of his eons:

"I cannot let tho tfnveillng of tho
monument dedicated to the memory
of your heroic husband pass without
nssuring you again that tho brave
admiral and his sons will until death
be before my eyes as shining examples
of devotion to duty. The loved lost
by you, dear countess, belong to his¬
tory and they will live forever in the
hearts of the German peoplo and the
members of my navy. May this thought
be your proud consolation,"
