GREAT VALUE OF BEES:
LOSS THAT'S UNNECESSARY
The failure to cultivate bees in Vir¬

ginia, according to the vie\ts of some
of Hie demonstration agents. Is cur¬
tailing the fruit crop? to a greater or
less extent. If this he true. the fol¬
lowing article, prepared especially for
The Times-Dispatch by K I-'. Phillips,
will prove to l>e of especial interest
just at this time. In tin* long summer
days if will pay every Virginia farmer
to read.lt. Mr. Phillips says:

It is entirely practical for bee keep¬
ers to reduce their wilder losses to
1m= than 1 per cent At present the
annual loss Is one-tenth of Monies.
and this minimum Is frequently In¬
creased to one-half or even more.

to matrtaJn a temperature about the
bees of approximately 57 degrees I".
^Vhen tho temperature in the hive
falls below this point. the bees form
a cluster. Those in the renter hep in
to penerato heat by muscular activity,
and those on the outside crowd t.>-
tether to prevent the escape of the
heat the others arc generating. The
lower the temperature outside of the
cluster is permitted to fall. the more
heat must tho bees produce instdo,
where the temperature frequently
reaches 90 degrees or even more in ab¬
normal colonies. Prolonged excessive
heat production exhausts their vitality,
and even if they survive the winter,
they are unfit for the task of brood-
rearing in the spring. This i« usually
the cause of "spring-dwindling" The
adult bres. worn out 1>\ the hard win¬
ter. die faster than the v \m s; ones
emerge. and the population diminishes.

Increased heat, production also causes
increased consumption of stores. This,
in turn, leads to an accumulation of
feces, with consequent irritation, fur¬
ther acfivitv and more heal produc¬
tion. Sometimes the bees are unable
to retain the feces, and they are then
said to he suffering from dysentery.
These facts emphasize the necessity

of properly Insulated hives in any lo¬
cality where the temperature often
falls to 40 decrees K. It is not pos¬
sible to pive the bee hives too milch
insulation. To rive them too little is
very easy and practically universal
As a means of insulation, any of the
various materials in common use. such
as sawdust, chaff, broken cork, shav¬
ings. paper, dry leaves, etc, should
prove satisfactory. With sufficient In¬
sulation Ihe exact method of packing
is also comparatively unimportant. A
common practice, however, "f packing
hives at the sides, top and reat unlv.
leaving the front facing the south and
unprotected, is to he condemned. The
theory, of course, is that the heat of
the sun will warm up the interior of
the hive and reduce the work <( the.
bees. Any channel, however, which
admits heat into the hive will also let
it out. ami as in winter the suti shines
even on clear days for only a small
portion of the twentv-four hours, more
heat is lost than gained by this r11. fri-
od

In experiments comluctrd in Phila¬
delphia in 1013 and 1914. four single
walled hives were placed in a lame
paekinp case, two facing east and two
west. Three inches of pa< king were

placed below the hive, rive inches on
the ends, six inches-'Vn tlm. -ides and
eight to twelve inottes*'«n top. The air
that was In the hive, bit outside the
cluster, was found to range generally
from f.5 decrees to f»7 degree:-. In
colder climates, greater protection than
this will of course he necessary'. A safe

This is
most disastrous if it happens :<t a time
when frequent flights are impossible.
'To secure strong colonies of you up

bees, too rapid an increase in the num¬
ber of colonies during the summer
must be avoided and prolonged brood-
rearing carried o» late in the season.

Kssential as adequate insulation is
to the safety of bees, if the paekltm
is delayed too long. it may do more
harm than good. A colony that has
been forced by low temperatures to
generate-heat, is considerably disturbed

ture will help save your colonies if you
send and get it. A bett<u° appreciation
of ihe fundamental principle of win¬
tering.adequate protection to lessen
heat production.will result in a great
development of the possibilities of com¬
mercial beekeeping. The winter losses
which are now regarded as almost in¬
evitable can, in fact, he readily avoided.
The consequent profit should revolu¬
tionize the beekeeper's balance sheet.
The following on the manipulation

of th>.* supers will be read with in¬
terest by those cotnb-lioney producers
who have been making inquiries into
ibis matter. Farmers' bulletins 5o:i
ami 447 contain much valuable infor¬
mation on this nnd many other sub¬
jects in connection with the bee in¬
dustry.

.Some comb-honey producers add to
their equipment one shallow extract¬
ing super for each colony. These are
a great convenience in a comb-honey
apiary and may be used for the fol¬
lowing purposes. (1) To keep the
brood chamber free of honey before
the beginning of the main honey (low;
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«1?» t. i use *11 the beginning1 of the
lionej llow to Induct' the bees to begin
work promptly in the supers; <3) to
use at. the close of tlio honey tlow
instead of the Inst comb-honey super;(4i to use during any flow of inferior!honey or honeydew; <f«) to use during
very poor seasons when first-class,
comb honey cannot be produced.
Other comb-honey producers pro-;vide each comb-honey super with twoshallow extracting combs. Ther«j areplaced one on each side of the super1with the sections between them. The

purpose of this arrangement is to in-,fluce the bees to begin work in thejsuper promptly without the use ofi"bait sections" (sections containingcomb previously drawn) or an ex-trading super and also to do away jwith the usual poorly finished sectionsin the corners and outside rows. One I
great advantage of this system over]the use of an extracting super to 1
start early super work is that the;combs are not removed. When shal¬low extracting supers are used for this'
purpose, they are removed as soonas the bees have started well in themand a comb-honey super substituted.This brings back much the same con¬ditions existing before giving the ex-itracting super, and while some colo-jnies will begin work in the sections',
promptlj when the change is made,'
many colonies hesitate about begin-'iiinn the new work almost as though]the extracting super had nflit beenused. Such colonies are thus thrown
out of "condition" and may begin
preparations to swarm. The use of these,
combs in supers that are added sub¬
sequently allows the apiarist to placethe empty super over the one already
on the hive until the bees begin work
wherein without seriously crowding jthe super room, because each superthus added contains room in the. form!
of empty comb into which the new!
nectar may be stored at once. i

POISONING THE CUT WORMS j
Tomatoes, cabbage, sweet potatoes

and other vegetables anil garden
plants, and especially those which are
started nnd.t glass and transplanted,
arc subject to serious injury by cut¬
worms Ami Virginia tobacco growers [also know a great deal about the rav- j
ages of the cutworm. They appeal
sometimes in great numbers in sprinR
and early summer, and frequently do
severe Injury before their ravages are
noticed. The method of attack Is to
cut off the younv plants at about the
surface of the ground, and as theso
insects arc of large size and voracious
feeders, they are capable of destroying jmany plants in a single night, fre¬
quently more than they can devour.
During the past two years these in¬
sects. .working generally throughout
the United States, destroyed hundreds jof thousands of dollars' worth of crops.
Hy the timely application of remedies,
however, it was demonstrated by th«
1 >epartment of Agriculture, through
field agents and others of the Bureau
of Kntomology engaged in the investi¬
gation of Insects Injurious to truck
and sugar beets in some of Ihe prin¬
cipal trucking regions, that these in¬
sects can be readily controlled, large
areas being buicess/ully treated. The.
usual method of control Is by the use
of poisoned baits.
Take a bushel of dry bran, add one

pound of arsenic or Paris green, and
mix It thoroughly into a mash with'
eight gallons of water. In which has |been stirred half a gallon of sorghum,
or other cheap molassek. After the
mash has stood several hours, scatter
it in lumps of about the size of a
marble over the fields where Injury Is
beginning to appear and about the
bases of the plants set out. Apply
late In the day, so as to place the poison
about Mie plants over night, which Is
the time when cutworms are active.
Apply a second time If necessary.

Kanlly Controlled.
The Kansas Experiment Station is

«.f the opinion that the spring canker
worm has killed more apple trees In
that State in a single season than the
San .lose scale has done, since its first
introduction, and there are orcliardists
in Virginia who are of the same opin¬
ion. Anything so easy of control a a
the canker worm should not he al¬
lowed to do serious damage. The
canker worm is a leaf-cating Insect,
and easily puiboncd by t>praying.

In plant inn trees, to obtain best re¬sults, dynamite the holes if possible,using a half-stick of 20 per cent dyna¬mite to each hole. Jf this is not con¬venient. dig large. roomy holes so theroots will go in without crowding: andstraighten them out so they will oe-
.upy their natural positions. If any>f the roots are bruised or broken,.hey should lie cut off with a sharp<nife. Pack the best soil, usually the.op soil, firmly about the roots, th«iirmer the bettor, as this will insure..lose contact. A mulch of grass ma¬
nure, straw or any other litter that¦.vill not blow away should be placed
over the roots of the trees, in thefall after the growing: season is over.Three or four pounds of bone mealfertilizer pfr trees is an excellent pre¬caution in plantlngr. and pays well inresults.

This is the best month for sowing(lower seeds in the garden. The seed¬lings will have time to make a good.Itiantity of root before the weather be¬
comes hot and dry. Sow both hardyHiinuals where they are to flower forthis summer's dowers and perennialsand biennials for next year's flowers.\ seed lied must be provided for the
perennials, as they are to be trans¬planted into the positions where theyare t«. flower.

flood annuals are sweet Sultans,Oypsophila elegans, clarkia, godelia,scablouses, viscarias. etc. Viscarias
grow about fifteen inches high, ajjd
are excellent for small beds. It is tobe had In separate colors; usually car-dinalis. crimson, is used. Mixed colors
may also be had it* red, white and blueshades. Sow thinly broadest on afinely raked surface, and dust overlightly with fine soil and gently firmIt.
Of the pronnlals. Canterbury hells.pansles, violas, aquileglas, sweet wil-Ham are popular. Sow the seed thinlyin shallow drills six Inches apart andkeep the ground moist. When theseedlings are large enough transplant.The seed bed should be sheltered, butnot heavily shaded.

Verbenas are not bed-ding novelties, hut might be used moregenerally: also petnuias, abutllnns. rn-pheas, fuchsias, balsams and Ivv-lea^ed jucranlums.
A mixed foilage bed of tropical ap¬pearance can be made bv the use of!the following plants in such comblna-tIons as may be desired: Aspiristras,ficus in variety, crotons in variety,dracaenas, pandanus. pepperomia,palms in variety, sanservia. echeverias,ferns, grevilla rohusta, white-leavedcinceraria and centaures. p.vrthrumgoldetjfeather. farfucium. mauratidias,lobelias, latitanas, euphcas. The last jthree named will supply a little colorlighten up the color of the various!foliage plants. The taller plants scat-

tered about, the bed will supply shadefor the smaller shade-loving plants,and the ferns, which should be tuckedin naturally to fill tip space. The va¬riety of colors in the foilage of dra-
caenas, pandanus. crotons. cinceraria.centaureau and pvrcthrum will contrastwell, if the planting is arranged with
care, anil the whole will make an un->
usual and beautiful bed.

Old Wnlniit In Still Valuable.

an old walnut tree that had been blowndown and buried in the alluvial sandsalong one of the Western riversbrought over $1,500 on the market,though it had to he hauled ,a con¬siderable distance to the nearest rail¬road after being sawed into loirs.

I'«e I.urge F,rr«,Breeders are advised never to use
eggs for hatching that are smallerthan the ordinary sized egg laid by his jflock. Most probably the small pcksare as fertile and productive of goodchicks as the larger sized eggs, butsuch eggs may produce chickens that jwill have a propensity for laying smalleggs.

fare of the Incubator.After the hatch is over, all. shellsand bad cgKs should bo removed andthe incubator thoroughly cleaned anddisinfected by spraying with creolin II he trays should he scrubbed in thesame solution After disinfection, themachine should Iclosed up with theheat still running and allowed tosteam from the disinfectant spray.
Incubator Moisture.Moisture has the effect of loweringthe temperature of t)iincubator sev-eral degrees If a moisture pan hasbeen allowed to become dry, and then !is filled, the temperature fn the incu-bator will immediate! v drop severaldegrees.

Strawberry ItuiinrrN.Strawberries propagate from run- jnets which tak. root and are thonseparated from the parent plant andfrom each other. if allowed to putout runners the bearing of the plantsis more or less curtailed, but on acommercial plantation it js hardlvpractlcal to take the tim« to cut offall runners.

(Tree Planting.
There are a few general hints in set¬ting n tree which should not. be for- \gotten. Trees are living organisms,and they cannot live if their roots areexposed for any length of time to theair or sunshine. So let us he very care-ful that we keep the roots moist at'till times.

Worth Knowing.
If vegetables have burned in the ket¬tle, put In soda and a little water; boil

a while and the kettle is easily clean¬ed.
Sprinkle, soda on the grease spots onthe floor, then wash in hike-warm wa¬ter and the result is fine.
Soda is good to clean the bowls andtub in the bathroom.

ICruth for Hutching.
N'o more than fifteen eggs should

ever bo used in a setting. Very much
depends upon your selection of eggsfor hatching. Select eggs for this pur¬
pose that are of 'uniform shape and
size. Bxclude from use all rough-
shelled. dirty and mottled eggs.

A tiood Itntion.
A desirable grain ration for cows,

when corn and oats are used as a
base. Is one made up of 300 pounds
of corn-and-cob meal. 200 pounds of
oa ts and 100 pounds of cot ton-seed
meal. Feed Shis at the rate of one
pound for every three pounds of 4
per cent milk produced. In addition,
feed as much legume hay ami corn
clutur as llio cow* will consume.

subordinate to specialties, especiallymotors and sugars. Various automo-
bile issues were lifted 10 to :to points,land some to new records, the ad-
vance coinciding with reports of a new
< omblnation whose proposed i-apitaliga-jtion should place it in the forefront ofsuch projects.
Shipping shares regained mu<h of

their recent prominence. Mercantile Ma-
rine achieving a new record on intl-
inations that a plan of reorganization
acceptable to all interests is soon to
be adopted.

Industrials like t'nited Slates Steel
continued inactive, munitions were ir¬
regular and coppers showed marked
restraint. Halls responded only slight¬
ly to further good statements of earn¬
ings, although .Norfolk and Western
was in a class by itself at the new
maximum of 1311-2.
Trade prosperity was reported to be

at its crest by eminent authorities, and
the mercantile agcncies noted a sub¬sidence of "feverish" buying.
