The bill p3sserl the House oil June

2. and was reported to the Senate by
the Naval Affairs Committee on June
30, after conferences had been held
with President Wilson, Secretary
Daniels and Nav>\ Department officials.
Increases in the building program fol¬
lowed in large measure the recom¬
mendations of the General Board of the
Navy.

HANLY IS NOMINATED
BY PROHIBITIONISTS/

Former Governor of Indiana Named as Candidate for
President on First Ballot.Dr. Ira I). Landrith

Picked as His Running Mate.

FT. PAUL., MINX July 21..The Pro¬
hibition National Convention, which has
been in session here since Wednesday,
adjourned sine di» at P. M to-day,
after nominating J. Frank Hanly, for¬
mer Governor of Indiana, as candidate
for President of The I'nited States, and
!>r. Ira D. Landrith, of Nashville, can¬
didate for Vice-President. Dr. Land-
rith'H nomination was made unanimous
after the otlier vice-presidential candi¬
date* had withdrawn.
Mr. Hanly's nomination ram" on the

first ballot, and followed a number of
hurried conferences between advocates
of the candidacy of William Suizer, for¬
mer Governor of New York, and several
brief demonstrations in the latter's be¬
half. which, however, were offset by
the outbursts cf enthusiasm that fol¬
lowed every mention of Mr. llanly's
name.

Mr. Hanly received 4 10 votes, as

against 1S1 for Mr. Suizer. Finley C.
Hendrickson. of Cumberland, Md . re
reived ."'1 votes, James Gilbert Mason,
of New Jersey, 10; \V. P. Ferguson, of
Pennsylvania, -}; Sumner \V. Haynes,
of Indiana, 2. and Henry Ford, of De¬
troit, 1. A motion to make Mr. Hanly's
nomination unanimous was defeated
when objections were offered by Eu¬
gene XV. Chafln, of Arizona, and a score
of other delegates.
After the nomination of Dr. Land-

rith. the assembly arose, sang the
"Doxologv." and ended a six-Wour ses¬
sion. marking the close of the three-day
convention.
PARTY PI.ATKOHM

IS ADOPTKD IJARI.Y
The party platform, with but one

change in the draft presented by the
resolutions committee . the insertion

!of a plank declaring in favor of the
Initiative, referendum and recall.was
adopted early in the day's session.
The delegates were in a cheerful

mood when the time for nominating
speeches grew near, and as Sumner W.
Haynes. of Indiana, concluded his
speech nominating Mr. Hanly, after
announcing his own withdrawal from
the race. the Indiana delegation
marched to the platform, shouting and
singing. Other State delegations fol-
lowed, and a procession soon extended

! half-way around the hall.
Hats, coats and banners were hurled

in the air during the twelve-minute
demonstration.
Chairman Robert Pat ton, of Spring

field, then recognized Eugene Chafln,j who nominated Mr. Suizer. A four-
minute demonstration followed.
Several speakers asserted that Sul-

zer's nomination would mean the elec-
tion of a Prohibition President and

'abolition of intoxicating liquors In this
country. Suizer forces made numerous
efforts to evoke a popular demonstra¬
tion. but each time were howled down
by thc'Hanly adherents.
XKW YORK CASTS MOST

OF STRENGTH FOR 1IAXI.Y
The turning point in the proceedings,

in the opinion of Suizer leaders, came
during the nominating speeches, when
the New York delegation announced
that it was ready to "stand as a unit
behind the convention's nominee."
Francis E. Baldwin, of the New York
delegation, arose and seconded the
nomination of Mr. Hanly. The delega¬
tion cast thirty-seven votes for Hanly
and thirteen for Suizer.
After the roll call a number of States

changed their votes, and in most cases
increased Hanly's total.

Mr. Suizer, who had remained at his
hotel, later characterized the conven¬
tion's action as a "steam roller vic¬
tory," but added: "As I was not a
candidate for the nomination, I am not
disappointed that it has gone to Mr.
Hanly." The candidacy of Mr. Hond-
ricltson was reported to have gained
considerable ..eleventh-hour strength,

hu», aside from the Indorsement of the
Maryland delegation, it wa? pivn little
support on tho convention floor.
A resolution was adopted hy the con-

vention, but not incorporated in the
'platform, favoring freedom in the
practice of Christian Science.

The Prohibition party's platform ex¬

presses opposition to the "wasteful
military programs of the Democratic
and Republican parties," but favors
"preparedness for peace." It suggests
a "compact among nations to dismantle
navies and disband armies." but until
"su< h court and compact are estab¬
lished, we pledge ourselves to main¬
tain an effective army and navy, and
to provide coast defenses entirely
adequate for national protection."

Favors reciprocal trade treaties to
be negotiated with all nations and
commissions appointed to gather facts.
Favors legislation to encourage the

establishment of an adequate lleet of
American merchant ships.
Opposes war with Mexico; pledges aid

to the protection of American lives
and favors use of force when neces-
.sary.

Approves strict interpretation of
Monroe Doctrine;' opposes abandonment
of the Philippine Islands at this time,
but favors ultimate independence.
Favors nonpolitical promotions to be

governed by civil service regulations,
applicable to all Federal executive of-
ficials. i

Favors equitable retirement law, tor
maintenance of superannuated Federal
employees.

Declares for Americanism.
Favors uniform marriage and divorce

laws and complete suppression of white-
slavery.

Declares for prohibition of child
labor, approves an eight-hour day
with one hour rest each day, and ex¬
tension of compensation and liability
Federal acts.
Opposes "pork barrel" legislation and

useless Federal expenditures.
Favors a single presidential term of

six years.
Demands public ownership of utili¬

ties, to be operated in the interest of
all people.

Believes in equality of all persons.
Favors separation of church and

state, with guaranty of full religious
and civil rights to all.
Favors public grain elevators, owned

and operated by the Federal govern-
ment, and abolition of speculation on
markets.

COURT ACTION PLANNED
BY ANTI-HUGHES MEN

AVIll Split Republican Vote nitil Work
to Material llenetit of I'rehl-

dent Wilson.

SYRACUSE, N. Y., July 21..Anti-

Hughes Progressives are preparing to¬
night lo go into court to prevent the
selection of a ticket of Hughes presi¬
dential electors by the State commit¬
tee, which meets here to-morrow af¬
ternoon. It is conceded the commit¬
tee will vote to indorse Hughes, but
by court action, which will compel tne
naming of electors pledged to John
M. Parker for Vice-Presidcnt, the anti-
Hughes men hope to nullify the in¬
dorsement. ,

It is generally believed the commit¬
tee will indorse Judge Scabury, of tho
Court of Appeals for ^Governor. The
Hughes forces are making a hard tight
to postpone any such action in the hope
that Governor Whitman may eventu¬
ally be indorsed.
The legal complication raised to¬

night by John J. ,0'Connell, leader of
tho anti-Hughes forces In New York
County, is' moat disconcerting to the
Hughes men.

"If any attempt Is made by this com-
mltteo to name a ticket of Httghcs-LFulrbonk electors," aald O'ConnoJl, "we

will stop it in a minute by court ac¬
tion."

i>e Hughes and Parker, not Hughe:; ana
Fairbanks.
As the same electors select both

President and Vice-President, the Pro¬
gressive and Republican nominees for
electors could not he the same. The
nomination of different sets of elec¬
tors on both the Republican and Pro¬
gressive tickets would insure the elec¬
tion of the Democratic electors and
Wilson victory in this State. Should
the anti-Hughes men be unable to
sustain their contention in the courts
it is pointed out th.it a moral obliga¬
tion unbioken by precedent still exists.

KEISTER CASE MYSTERY
APPARENTLY DEEPENING

Far< That llullillng Wns Fired in Two
Plnccn .Sremliiely R.stiilillKlird

l>y Investigation*.
NORF"OI.I\, VA., July 21..The mys¬

tery surrounding the death of Mrs.
Kstelle Osborne Kelster, whose charred
iiody wa.s found in the lire-swept at¬
tic of her home yesterday morning, and
the attempted suicide of her husband,

E. Iveister. a real estate dealer, was
deepened to-day by the investigations
conducted by the Police Department
and coroner.

The fact that the building was tired
in two places, in the attic and on the
first floor, seemingly was established
to-day by the investigations. The the¬
ory of Krister's friends is that the
oil-soaked piece of carpet found near
the body of his wife was the result of
leaking oil stoves, it was explained.
The two stoves in the attic were found
to l«e some distance from the place
where the piece of carpet was diseov-
ered. A stick of kindling wood, be-
lieved to be bloodstained anrl matted
with hair, has been submitted to an

expert chemist for analysis.
Keister's relatives explain the pres¬

ence of a small pile of split wood in
the attic l>y declaring it was stowed
there for use in open grates. The fact
that the bedroom doors were found
locked on the second t'.oor is explained
by the declaration that they are equip¬
ped with, spring locks.
Major Kiser, chief of police; Coroner

Right and Commonwealth's Attorney
Shackleford to-night declined to dis¬
cuss the tragedy.
Attending surgeons at the hospital

to-night said that Mr. Keister's condi¬
tion was unchanged. Coroner Kight,
who saw the wounded man, said there
was a bare chance that he might re¬
cover.
Only once or twice since shooting

himself has he been conscious, and then
only for a few moments. Previous to
shooting himself K-ister declared he
was awakened by his wife and told
that the house was on lu'e. lie said he
told her to go to neighbors, while he
attempted to save tli . silverware. The
only explanation of her visit to the at¬
tic of the building, offered by Keister.
was that it was to save valuable papers
in an old zinc trunk.
