smuggling of liquor. The kind sold
has been almost pure alcohol. We try
to prevent Its getting to the Indians,
and we do all we can to keep it out.
Nevertheless, It comes in In all sorts
of ways. We have had cases of tho
whisky in bottles being put inside
dressed hogs which were then sewed
up and shipped in. "In the old days all
sorts of methods were used to sell
whisky without paying license. One
was that of a woman who had a rub-
