1 had taken the company to bivouac
for the night to a barn located on the

fallen asleep .fust after midnight the
"hang" of the farthest picket was

Knowing that a mill was not fai

ahead of us oil the road of this ad¬
vance. a trot whs at once taken to get
to it before the Federal advance guard
did. so that by removing the plant
from the Areboy which crossed the
road, we could secure a good position
to check the enemy for a time. We

At first
sIkIiI. this would seem to have been
Judge WallijJ', of Williamsburg. Well,
hardly! lie was born on <»ctnber I.
