What Could Hughes Do?

|F the American people want an aggressive.
- eUtcleiit .and harmonious government for
the next four years they will vote'on Tuesday
f«>r the re-election of Woodrow Wilson and
for a Democratic Congress. That sort of
government could not ho expected under the
administration of Mr. Hughes.

Mr. Hughes has given to the country his
theory of the presidency and of presidential
duty. "My conception of the presidency,"
he has said, "differs absolutely front that of
Mr. Wilson. 1 look upon the President as
the administrative head of the government,

j He looks upon the President as primarily the
political loader and lawmaker of the nation."

Perhaps Mr. Hughes obtained his concep¬
tion of the presidency from his painful ex¬
perience as Governor of the Statu of New
.York. In that ofllce he showed himself ab¬
solutely unqualified to direct a political party
.his own.or to obtain from its representa¬
tives in the Legislature measures he de¬
clared most important to the public good.
The Republican machine scorned and flouted
him. His record as Governor is a record of
good intentions gond adrift, so that he is
wise to announce In advance that if he
becomes President ho will undertake no tasks
of leadership.

Rut even if he had another conception of
the functions of a great nation's executive it
would avail him nothing. With a Demo¬
cratic Senate, a practical certainty, unanimity
in government method and ideal would be
impossible under Mr. Hughes. It would be
impossible not only on account of the Demo¬
cratic Senate, but because of differences in
the Republican party, for that party contains
elements ranging from Hiram Johnson and
LaFpllette to Penrose and Reed Smoot.
Hughes is denouncing the llnderwood-

Simmons tariff, and DaFollette. in Wisconsin,
and Townsend. in Washington, are making
their campaigns for the Senate partly on their
advocacy of that measure. Hughes is de¬
claring the child-labor hill a del in ion and a
snare, and yet it had the support of a ma¬
jority of his party in the Senate and House
of Representatives. The Republicans split
wide open on the question of denying the
protection of the government to American
citizens traveling the high seas, but most of
them favored that policy of dishonor. More
than half a hundred of them voted in the
House Representatives for the Adatnson
right.-hour law. which so excites the candi¬
date's wrath. There is not a Democratic
Measure included in the whole record of log-

, islatlon Mr. Hughes says ought to be re-
pealed which did not have more or loss Re-
publican support.

It' Mr. Hughes were a competent and suc¬
cessful leader, instead of a leader whose in¬
competency had been established, he could
do nothing with a party so divided. Uncer-
tainty in foreign relations, doubt and in¬
decision in matters domestic, would be the
inevitable outcome of bis victory at the polls.
Men marvel nowadays at the drift to Presi-

dent Wilson, which set in three weeks ago
and continues all over the land. It is not
it ally to be marvelled at. The American
public has many reasons to support the Demo-

| cratic candidate, but none more compelling
than a realization that only in Democratic
victory resides real hope of steadfastness,
consistency, vigor and etliciency in national
government.

1.- The Mexican-American Joint Com¬
mission to-day rejected the proposition
to transfer the conferences from At¬
lantic City lo Washington. After con¬
siderable debate, it .was decided io meet
to-morrow* for ihc last sessions prior
to the national elections. Most, of the
commissioners, and perhaps all of them,
will leave here on Friday, and will re¬
sume their conferences on November !>.
The decision to continue I lie confer¬

ences at Atlantic City was taken to
indicate a conviction on at least a part
of tho commissioners that an agree¬
ment on some form of border control
would be reached soon.
The transfer of the great mass of

documents that has accumulated and
the inconvenience and expense of mov¬
ing the personnel of the commission
were regarded as unjustillcd, in view
of tho probability of an early settle¬
ment. Nothing regarding the charac¬
ter of the discussions to-day was an¬
nounced by the commissioners.

It. was regarded as not improbable
that Luis Cabrera, chairman of the
Mexican commission, would confer with
Ambassador - Designate Arrodondo at
Washington before returning to Atlan¬
tic City.
