"In these circumstances our planwould be to effect a series of landingsof troops in close co-operation with
our navy. We should, within a short

Defense Won l<l lie Difficult.
"Against such operations on our part

Wo. however, could count on the suc¬
cess of our invading army because we
should engage in landing feints to de¬

It Is true
that Kngland could successfully land
an invading ariny. Juit she would not
l»- in a position to defend Canada,
which would accordingly hear the brunt
f American revenge for failure in re¬
lating this British at sea. Hut apart
from Kngland no great power except
. iermany has at her disposal a suffl-
iiently large number of transports to
render possible the invasion of the
United States."

WASHINGTON*. March 9..General

. iourKf WasliiiiKton was the Chester*
fleld of all the United .States Presidents.

l-'ilnimv, to«». wis polished; Lincoln
tli*- all""" .'.i:i<1 is-Mi the shortest, Polk
the lej nest. t'levelnml the stoutest,
Tuft the largest.

Hut row people of the ureut republic
have any knowledge of the person;.!
appearance of the Presidents who ;ulcd
the destinies of the nation in Its earlier
days, and who shaped very much the
fashions and customs of the times in
which they lived while occupying the
position of President of the United
States.
George Washington, in personal ap.

pearancc, was among the finest speci¬
mens of humanity who has ever hern
chosen to the ofllce. lie was tall and
well proportioned, except his hands and
feet, both members being very large.
His hands were actually deformed.
His biographers say that his gloves
were made to order by reason of the
largeness of his fingers nn«l the de¬
formity of his wrist Joints.

II Ik l»re*« nl l-Mrnt Inauguration.
At tin tiiu" of his inauguration he

appeared dressed in a suit of dark
brown cloth. with knee breeches, metal
buttons, on which espies were cm-
bosserl. . 'n h . shoes were silver
buckles, at his side was a sword. His
hair was dressed a nil powdered, nfter
tli»» fashion of the doy, and was worn
in a bag.
John Adams was called in his day

a handsome man, with cl^ar. stronar
lin^s. wide forehead and brows. Ills
figure was large and round, of middle
height, but of stout and well-knit
frame. In old ano lo- was more in¬
clined t<» corpulency, hike all persona
of rank in those days, lie wore an
embroidered coat, silk stockings, silver
buckles on his shoes. He was 30
dressed at his inauguration.
Thomas Jefferson was no dude.

lrroin the descriptions given of him and
the many paintings found in public
places, ho is presented to the present
generation as a many-sided character.
So far as personal appearance goes, ho
was tall and slender. His hair was
sandy, his face freckled. He had large
hands and feet, bright, hazel-gray
eyes, and, it is said, when he. smiled he
showed his perfect teeth. Concerning
his dress, he was not one of those who
believed in putting on much style.
When he appeared before Congress to
deliver his inaugural address he wore
a lv"^ blue coat with -^old buttons,
blue trousers, and rough American
shoes tied with leather strings. Ilis
headgear was usually a large felt hat,
carelessly pulled down over his eyes.

MiidltO'i n Small Man.
.lames Madison was a little man. H«*

is classed as the smallest or most
diminutive of those who have filled tho
presidential olllce. His exact height
is not given, but it. can be judged from
tho descriptions given of him that ho
was about live feet four inches. Ho is
l.is-'ed- by one of his biographers as

a small-framed, .pale, thoughtful-faced
man. Aaron Burr nicknamed him as
"great little' Madison." a sobriquet
often applied lo him In after years. Of
his dress. It was usually simple. When
iie -ii pcareil i*> the Senate to take the.
oat 11 of ollice us President of the United.
Slates. at his llrst inauguration, ho
wore a suit manufactured fr;>n\ tho
wool i.iis-d in this country. This was
presented to him bv t'olonel Humphrey
ttid tMnncellor Livingston.
James Monroe was tho last of tlia

"cocked hats." He had served as a
captain ir. the Revolution, and. both
in ISC. and at hi:; second inauguration,
in IS'Jl. he rode to the Capitol .»! tho
head of r.n immense throng of sol¬
diers anil militia, and was drcsse-i in
the continental military style. James
Monroe had been designated as tho
stately Virginian, for he was nearly
six feet tall. He was very slender, a
111:1:1 of'polished manners. His usual
attire was a dark blue coat, buff vest,
small clothes and top boots. He wore
a cocked hat of the revolutionary style,
and had been called by many writers
the "last of the cocked hats," hecause
he was the last of the Presidents to
adhere to the fashion of the past cen¬
tury.
This President MethoiUeal in Drrm.
John Ouiney Adams was methodi¬

cal in dress as well as everything else.
For one who had associated so much
with uniformed and giddy dressed court
people of nil nations of the world, It.
may be said to his credit that he cared
not to follow the fashions of these
Curopean courts. oti tho occasion of
his inauguration as President of the
Cnitcd States he. wore a black cloth
suit, wholly of American manufacture.
In his he was following tho example.
.I Washington and Madison in wearinghomespun goods. ,

Andrew .acksou had moro striking
characteristics than any man who had
preceded liini as President of the Unit¬
ed States. He often appeared in public
wearing a military cloak and carrying'
a stout hickory cane, by which he
earned the sobriquet of "Old Hickory."Pressed in plain clothes, he rode to
the Capitol for his inauguration with¬
out nil overcoat.
Martin Van Hurcn was trained ami

fitted as a man of fashion. His dress
was fnultless 011 the day of his inaugu-
1 a 1 ion.
James K. Polk was our leanest Presi¬

dent, consequently his clothes never
appeared to tit hint.

Adopts t ill/ens' Attire.
Zachary Taylor early a impropriatedcitizens' dress in place of the regularuniform of the iinnj. Ouring his term

as President lie usually appeared wear¬
ing an obi silk lint, well set 011 the.
back of his head, 11 ml a black broad¬
cloth suit that never was intended for
so small a man. '

Millard Klllmore was of remarkably
ailiaeiive personal appearance, a man
ot grace and pMlishcd manners, above
the medium in size, and a well dressed
gen11enia n. There was nothing con¬
spicuous about him other than it mightbe said lie was a commonplace, prac¬tical man in almost everything he did.

I- ranklin Pierce was a handsome
man. polished in manners, and it
would be hard to find his equal for
social popularity. It was said of Mr.
Pierce that lie luid the finest pair of
eyes known to all the long line of
Presidents. His dress was always neat
ami plain.
James Buchanan was ahova the

medium in height. Ills neckwear and
clean-shaven face gave him much tho
appearance of a clergyman. His faeo
was indicative of his Scotch-Irish
parentage, lieing a bachelor, he could
not in any sense be called a leader in
society or a leafier In dress.

I.lneoln's CnrclensncsH.
Abraham t.incoln is best known to

all tho people by the sad-faced pic-
tures found In almost < very home.
He was the tallest of the Presidents,
being six feet four Inches in height/,;He was not handsome, but there wa-j .
