Steel I'oniptuiy litigation ensued, which
for more than twenty years made I'ri-
niora jirai t icall.v a nonproducer. i'i.ii-
sequent ly. what manganese was mined
.luring this period came from the
smaller operations In the valley foot¬
hills of tin- lllue llldge, between the
Potomac and the James River. Kor a
creat many years nearly all the man-'
ganese rerjuired for chemical purposes
was recovered from the several small
mines throughout the valley. Some of
tlirse operations made the owners a
great ileal of money.

It i.- only within the past four > on r.<
that inter, t has centered around the
'manganese deposits of the . »ld I >o-
minioti. brincinp them again into prom¬inence. due to the conditions prevail¬
ing in. tli" manganese market, which,
with its subsequent consequences,
raised the price of manganese ore to
a point w here most mines can lie ope-rated at a very sat isfactorj profit.
